Alexander Ilf. was a good friend 
to France at a time when the re- 
pnblio found itself isolated among 
the nations and without an ally. 
The Triple Alliance was not only 
standing menace, but a continental 
source of mortification and humilia­
tion to a proud and brave people. 
When the Czar decided to send Ad­
miral Avelan and his feet on a 
friendly visit to a French port last 
year, a universal sound of joy re­
sounded throughout the land, and 
hospitality was poured out on the 
rieitors with incredible lavishness 

I and magnificence, From that time, 
although no contract of alliance was 
signed between France and Ruasia, 
the relations between the two 
powers have not only been friendly, 
but of an affectionate character. 
Thus did Alexander III. give testk 
mony for European peace. The 
preponderating influence of the 
Triple Alliance was broken, the 
politioal equilibrium was restored,
and France—chivalrous France__
onoe more took her place as a great 
power in the councils of the world. 
The grief of the French people can 
be understood, therefore, when in 
the death of Caar Alexander they 
see their efforts probably brought 
to nought and their hopes dispelled. 
For he would be blind, indeed, who 
plaoed the Ame faith in young 
Czar Nioholaa, given the many 
temptations to extend Russian dom­
inion, and the acquisitive ambitions 
of the Slave race. Alexander III. 
had tasted the horrors of war, and 
the tragic death of his father was an 
indelible memory, but the youth­
ful Nicholas has no such sad remin­
iscences, and the world is open be­
fore him.

BELGIUM ELECTIONS.

The elections in Belgium still 
continue to excite much comment. 
The result, as far as known, proves 
to be a Catholic victory. The 
Catholics, who were 46 in the Sen­
ate, are now 50. The Liberals and 
Freemasons, who were 30, ere now 
only 17. A second ballot is neces­
sary in nine oases. As for the Cham 
b*r of Deputise, out of 152 îeturns 
already made, 76 are Catholics, 
seven Liberals and Freemasons and 
twelve Socialists. A second ballot 
is r- quired for the remaining 49 ja j 
50 seats. The grand master of the 
Belgian Freemasons, M. Goblet d’ 
Aviella, was badly beaten at Brus­
sels. It is evident that the Catho­
lics are certain of a majority against 
all;ooalitions in both Houses of Par­
liament. The politioal camp 
seems now to be divided into two 
camps, Catholicism and Socialism. 
This is satisfactory, for the Church; 
under the guidance of the enlighten­
ed Leo XIII., she has less to fear 
from Socialist trades unions than 
from the selfish, irreligious and 
Freemasonio liberalism of other 
days.

THE GROWTH OP A PARTY.

The following figures give an 
interesting glance in to the fluctua­
tions of Belgian politioal life since 
1867 : In that year the Chamber, 
made np of 108 members, com­
prised 70 Liberals and 38 Catholics; 
in 1859, out of 116 members, 69 
were Liberals And 47 Catholics; in 
1861, 66 Liberals against 50 Catho­
lics; In 1863, Liberals, 59, Catholics 
57; in 1864, after the dissolution, 
the elections resulted in the return 
of 64 Liberals and 52 Catholics; in 
1866, out of 122 members, 70 were 
Liberals and 52 Catholics; in 1868, 
Liberals, 72, Catholics, 50; in 1870 
the two parties were exactly equal, 
61 each, In this year the Chamber 
was again dissolved, the elections 
returning 73 Catholics against 52 
Liberals. This was the first time 
the Catholics had the majority. In 
1872, Catholics 71, Liberals, 53; in 
1874 Catholics, 68, Liberals, 56; in 
1877, Catholics, 67, Liberals, 57. In 
1878 the majority passed to the 
Liberals. At the elections, out of 
133 members, 72 Liberals were re­
turned against 60 Catholics; in 1880 
Liberals, 74, Catholics, 58; in 1882, 
Liberals, 79, Catholics, Catholics,59; 
in 1884 the elections brought back 
to the Chamber 86 Catholics against 
52 Liberals. In 1886, 1888 and 1890 
the Catholic mi-jority went on in­
creasing, and in 1892 the Chamber 
consisted of 92 Catholics and 60 
Liberals. The Liberal party is 
now almost wiped out, and for the 
first time in the politioal history of 
Belgium, the Socialists enter Par­
liament with a following, too, cal­
culated to force the respect of the 
Government of the day. As for the 
Catholics, when the results of the 
second ballots are made known, 
their party will be made larger and 
stronger thin it has ever been be­
fore.

building, priest and penitent com­
municating through grated windows 
In the same manner the Sisters at­
tend church. The baker, grocer 
and other merchants deliver their 
wares at the gate, placing them on 
an iron bracket and ringing a ball.

None of the trades 
people has lever had a look at their 
patrons.

The physician of the cloister is 
an old and trusted man, greatly 
honored by the Church. He has 
been called in only twice during the 
last twenty years, and in both oases 
the patient awaiting him waa be­
yond medical aid. The physician 
receives, however, a fixed sum for 
his eervioesevery January 1st, not­
withstanding the fact that the Sis­
ters aeem to have little use for a 
physician.

THS •DOCTOR’S VISIT.

After Dr. Sforza had been called 
in at Cloister Quinto the other day 
he gave a sketch and description of 
the strange “sick chamber" in which 
he found his patient to the artist 
Mentor, in Genoa, who published it 
in the llhutrcuione, of Rome.

The doctor said after ringing the 
bell he was kept waiting on the 
outside for over thirty minutes, be­
ing informed meanwhile in writing 
that the Sisters had to prepare for 
hie vlsit^ the preparation consisting 
mainly in donning great black veils 
of horse hair, having little holes 
through which their eyes peeped. 
Over their heads they wore large 
cowls, obscuring, together with the 
veil, every feature of the upper part 
of their bodies. As nobody is al­
lowed to enter a Sister’s cell, neither 
min or woman, the invalid had been 

p to the promenading hall, 
open on one side, which is richly 
decorated with emblems of the 
Church, pictures of saints, etc. 
The sick woman was stretched oh 

couch. Though the physician 
knew the restrictions of the cloister 
the abbess informed him again that 
he would not be allowed to see the 
patient’s face or even her tongue,and 
that he must content himself with 
feeling her pulse and her feet.

“Under these | circumstances," 
said the doctor afterwards, “a cure 
was out of the question, as only the 
abbess was permitted to speak to me 
As it happened the abbess knew 
nothing whatever of the Sister’s ill­
ness; her cell neighbors might have 
given me some information, but the 
regulations of the order forbid them 
addressing a man.

The physician found the feet of 
tbe nun badly swollen and gave 
snob instructions as he was able to 
do under the circumstances, but he 
returned next day, following a hur­
ry call, he found her dead. The 
doctor said he saw several Sisters on 
this occasion, but only the abbess 
spoke a few words to him. Even 
the Sister-janitrees failed to answer 
his greetings and questions except 
by written words.—Exchange

Two miles from Genoa, in the 
midst of the Riviera di Levante 
and overlooking the renowned win 
ter resort, Nervi, rises a lonely 
edifice on a mountain top, covered 
with citron and orange trees.

The Pantheon, or Rotonda, as it is 
called by the Romans, was dedicated 
to the eervioes and veneration of all 
deities. After the downfall of pag 
anism the Christians took posses­
sion of this magnifiaient temple, and 
in the year 607 Pope Boniface 1Y. 
dedicated it to the honor of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary and all the 
saints and deposited there a number 
of relias of the martyrs. It passed 
with little altera tien from the pagan 
to the Christian worship,and so con­
venient were its niohee for 
Christian altars that little alteration 
was necessary. From that time on 
the festival of All Saints was annual­
ly celebrated at Borne. From Rome 
the devotion spread to France and 
then gradually to the whole Church 
Pope Sixtus honored it with an oc­
tave in the year 1480. Tbe Church 
celebrates this festival every year 
on the 1st of November,
