The Trotting Reoos,

The trotting races at the Provincial 
Exhibition on Wednesday and Thurs­
day last were the best ever witnessed 
in this Province—indeed in the 
Maritime Provinces. In the 2.35 
class on Wednesday a magnificent 
field of twelve horses faced the wire 
and not one of them was distanced in 
the first heat. The free for-all was a 
record breaker. On Wednesday a 
new Maritime record of z.aof was 
made. This nor the 2.35 class did 
not finish on Wednesday, and on 
Thursday the record was again lower­
ed to 2.19^, as may be seen by refer­
ence to the summaries. The 2.28 
claw also put up a splendid race. 
That the competition between the 
trotters in the different races was ex­
tremely close may be seen from the 
fact that it took seven heats to decide 
in the free-for-all and in the 2.35 
class, and six heats in the 2.28 class. 
After the sixth beat in the 2.35 class 
an exhibition running race of half a 
mile was given by Topsy, a mare

The August deposit in the post office 
savings bank of Canada k Amounted to 
$713,000, the withdrawals were $600,000.

In consequence of the amount of space 
occupied by the prize list of the Provincial 
Exhibition, we are obliged to hold over 
editorial and other matter.

Ottawa advices say that it is expected 
an arrangement will be made for the re­
newal of the present contract with the 
Allen and Dominion lines for the ocean 
mails.

A Savings bank in connection with the 
schools was recently established at Snm­
merside. Monday of last week was the 
opening day, and the pupils deposited the 
sum of $34.

Read the advertisement of the Picnic at 
Fort Augustus on Monday, October 6th. 
The proceeds are for the rebuilding of the 
church recently burned. There should be 
a large attendance.

The St. John Exhibition, which lasted 
ten days, had 44,000 paid admissions, 
against 41,000 last year, and 52,0Q0 in 1896. 
Nothing extraordinary for the size of the 
place and the duration of the show.

Between eight and nine hundred dollars 
were realized from the catering in connec­
tion with the Provincial Exhibition. The 
net proceeds, after paying expenses, will be 
placed in the building fund of the new
Cathedra}.

Elmira r. ell way.

Last Friday night, Sept. I7tb. s 
large audience assembled in the St. 
Colambs. Hall, shortly after the ap­
pointed hoar, for the pnrpoee of renew­
ing tlie agitation for à branch railway 
to Elmira, On motion Mr, Patrick Mc- 
Innie was appointed chairman and the 
undersigned secretary.

Tbe first speaker to address the meet­
ing waa A C McDonald, M. P., who gave 
thanks for tbe invitation extended to 
him. Although the notice was short he 
put all other matters aside to attend 
the meeting so as to take $rt in dis­
cussing a subject ot so much import­
ance se s Branch Railway to Elmira, 
aa it is (sore needful than any railway 
to any section. He assured the meet­
ing that he would assist as far es possi­
ble in promoting the claims ot this 
much needed Public Work.

John McLean was next called 
upon. He very ably pointed out that 
the different regimes hsd not built a 
single qiile of railway in P. E. Island 
that might be called their own. It was 
the dnty, therefore, of every person ir­
respective of party to work hard for the 
Eastern Branch. He fe|t confident if 
Sir L, H, Davis was convinced of the 
feasibility of building • road to Elmira 
—as there is scarcely a hill to be met 
with from here to Elmira—that he 
would send the engineers to this 
section at once so as to get an idea as 
to the cost of çonçtrqçtiofl. He positi­
vely believed, if the claims were right­
ly presented, that Sir Louis would ex­
ert himself in obtaining the road.

Thomas Kickham, Esq., said that 
the people of this section were more 
entitled to a branch railway than any 
other part of P. E. Island as the sec­
tions of country that have received and 
will shortly receive a blanch have 
facilities fpr ghipplng which East Point 
have not. He urged upon all to con­
tinue the agitation until we get the 
road to the east.

Laucbliu McDonald, Esq. waa pleas, 
ed to see so rqany assembled for such a 
laudable purpose, and to see both 
parties so unanimous, He pointed out 
why the claims of E*at Pqipt were ai- 
ways admitted to be atm— 
aUr— —a, vis:—such

extent of country deprived of 
communication with shipping centres; 
the cheapness of constructing a branch 
to the east, and the value and extent of 
the productions. He firmly believed 
had the matter been represented as 
olesrly by the people of East Point as 
by those of Murray Harbor and Belfast, 
that we too would have a survey of this 
eastern route.

The speakers were unanimous in the 
sentiment that the time had come 
when the electors of this section shoeld 
throw all party politics aside and unite 
in securing this Eastern branch. The 
following resolution, which was pro­
posed pnd seconded, was carried unan­
imously:—

Resolved, that a committee be ap­
pointed by this meeting to draw np re­
solutions to be presented to Sir Louie 
H. Davies, Minister of Msrine and 
Fisheries, to impress upon him the ne­
cessity of constructing a branch railway 
to Elmira.

On motion the following gentlemen 
were appointed as delegatee to wait on 
Sir Lonis; Thomas Kickham, Langhlin 
McDonald, and John Campbell, Es- 
qniree.

It was moved and seconded that 
John J. Campbell take the chair, after 
which Lanchlin McDonald Esq., pro- 
poeed and Hon. A C. McDonald second­
ed a vote of thanks to the chairman, 
which was duly acknowledged.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

According to special despatches 
received at London, from Simla on 
the 24th, it is learned that the British 
troops who, on Wednesday last, cap­
tured the Badmania Pass which was 
held by the Haddah Mullah with a 
large force of Mahmounds and Shin- 
waris, have pushed on from the Pass 
and have without opposition, occu­
pied the Jarabi village and the head­
quarters of the Huddah Mullah who 
has fled.

There is intense indignation in St. 
George's Bay, Nfld., over the action 
of the British warships in closing 
down factories of residents and con­
fiscating the products. Last week 
the cruiser Pelican landed a body of 
men, who surrounded the factories 
ejected the inmates, and took on 
board all the packages of prepared 
lobsters that were ready for shipment, 
The residents are much incensed at 
this proceeding, a repetition of which 
is threatened ill along the French 
shore. The excuse given by the mar­
ines is that the factories interfere 
with those of French fishermen. The 
people threaten to resist the marines, 
and serious consequences are feared 
before many days elapse. The colo­
nial government is powerless to. inter­
fere, as the warships have supreme 
authority in the matter.
