The Catholic Church In the
Philippines.

(Catholio'Baview.)

R

«The tyranny of the Church in
the Philippines, sod the large
share of responsibility for the pre-
gont tronbles and disasfers of thcte
islands which falls to the friars and
monks of the varions O:ders, are
pretty well taken as commonplaces
in both the Eoglish and the Ameri-
oan press. So little is reslly known
of the archipelago in ‘this country
that most of these charges pass un-
challenged even by Cathclic observ-
ers. The German montbly Die
Katholsichen Missionen, has, there-
fore, done a real eervice in printing
a long extract from Protessor Fer-
dinand Blamentritt upon the work of
the Catholic missions in the Philip-
pines—a testimony all the more
valuable because his autbority has
been quoted more than once in sup-
port of these attacks upon the reli-
gioas Orders in the great Spanish
colony. Blumentritt is indeed uni-
vergally acknowledged to be the
most competent authority on all that
regards the Philippines, a8 may be
seen by consulting our most recent
manual on Ethnography, that of
Professor Keave, or the article
¢ Philippines’ in eithor the Encyclos
paedia Brittanioa or in Chambers’

ity on the subject, and here i8 hi
account of the work of Catholic mis-
sionaries, published in the proceed-
ings of the Vieona Geographical
Socjety for 1896 :

Mission Work Iin British
Columblia.

One must not imagine that missioo-
ary work among the Indiass in this
country is“a very agreeable oue, says
Father Le Jeune. Indeed, he con-
tinues, it is consaling to visit some of
the camps where the Indians are truly
fervent ; it is also very interesting to
assist at some of the greater meetings
where all the Indians rival each other
in regularity. But even thére one
must not forget that ¢ all that glitters
is mot gold,” and that often the poor-
est in grace will try to appear equal to
the most fervent on those occasions,
Thete are camps where there is very
little fervor among the Indians; there
are others where ¢ tares bave been
sown_ among the wheat.” It even
happens that a tribe that had at
one time given good encouragement
to the missionary has fallen into de-
moralization to such an extent as to
make one dcubt whether the bad is
pot going to exceed the good, and
faith to become extinct after a’certain
pumber of years,

There are also places wbere:the Ia-
dians show hardly any interest in the
missionaries or in religion—where
they will possibly show him good re-
gard, address him in a flattering and
encouraging way, buf revile him when
he is gone, and do all they can .to
keep the Indians in a spirit of indiffer-
ence, and even hostility, if possible.
There are camps where nearly all
the Indians bave been baptized by the
first missionariés. in the country, and
never fail to have their children chris-
tened, yet who have very little Chris-
tianity. What makes it the more
discouraging, they are in most cases
victims of drunkenness, immorality

'same Indians, under favorable circum-
stances, show themselves very docile
and prove that they could be made
good Christians it only they knew
their religion and were protected from
temptations -which, as a rule, they
know. not how to resist. We find
the proof of this jn the prisons of
penitentiaries, where the very ones
who appeared the most ferocious and
dangerous while enjoying their free-
dom, become very docile and good-
natured, and will remain so as long as
they are away from temptatién. As
soon as they are gut of prison they
often return to #ir former reckless
habits.

It must ngt be Qverlooked that there
are still in the country thousands of
Indiaos unchristianized, and who have
ot the good fortune of receiving the
missionaries’ visits. The greater part
of them are engaged in occupations
and continyal displacingswhich render
nearly impossible their presence at the
priest’s visits. In the early times, after
the arrival of the first missionaries in
the country, the natives, having no
other property than their hunting
or fishing outfits, did’ not ‘find much
difficulty in answering the misgionary’s
call, because they could repair to the
appoiated .place with all their earthly
possessions;'and it did not cost them
more to live in one place than in ao-
other. But since they have taken
‘much - interest . in : cultivating  the
ground and in stock-raising it has be-
come - more -difficult’ for: them, “and
eyen.in many cases impoasible, to an-

er times.

i We must also take into account the
circumstances under which the ‘mis-
sionary toils, The same priest hav-
ing to attend to. a district of Feveral
hpndred ‘miles of circuit, containing
from aoope to 400e Indians, distribu-
ted in bands of from 50 to 150 or 200,
be can not make very frequent vitits
to each place—three or four times a
year at the most. Were bhe to try
and see them often, he could not, be-
cause most of the time the Indians
would not be at home, but scattered
oyer their fishing or hunting grounds,
or engaged in other work which would
keep them away from their camps.
:Since the missionary can see the
Igdians only three or four times a
year, be must endeavor to give them
during the time of his visit as much
religious instruction as possible, and
this, of course, makes the time of the
visit rather laborious for the mission-
'31: In those camps where the In-
dians are fervent Ohristians, or where
the chief has some influence over his
people, the work of the missionary is
rendred more agreeable by the en-
couragement he receives, the Indians
baving made a sacrifice of their inter-
ests ip order to come and profit by
his visit. .
