The Quebec Salvatiomnists Have Amother
Serious Encounter with a Mob,

QueBec. July 17, — The Salvation
Arwy proceeded to St Foye parish to
Farmer Watters’, five miles out of town,
last evening, to hold en oytdoor meet-
ing. They took their brass band with
them and a number of fricods and sym-
pathisers, It was eight o’clock when they
reachea the place. From some portions
of the bush stenes came pouring in on
them, when several bandsmen reported
themse|ves injured. Captain Brice felt
that they were giving no oftence, but
some of the parishioners said that they
were brought there to insult them. By
this time the omnibuses were ordered
to be got in readiness for home, and as
soon as they started several stones were
fired at them, some of which wounded
several girls in the second 'bus, No more
trouble occurred until they ware passiog
the Black barns, when volley after vol
ley of stones was fired at the Army.
Those on top of the 'bus were hit right
and left, when an attempt was made to
wreck the vehicles and beat the occu-
pants. As soon as it became apparent
that life was in danger, several largze
bulldog revolvers were drawn by several
young men in the army.

FIVE SHOTS WERE FIRED

at the assailants in quick succession, and
this created a general stampede of the
enemy. The drivers of the omnibuases
were pelted with stones, and one of
them received a serious wound. This
ended the melee and no more trouble
occurred. Some of the Army officers
are badly marked from blows from
stones.
