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conditions, too, may be normal in the 
sense that no others were at the time 
possible. But what all looked for, and 
still look for, is a lower range of 
prices, high prices being probably the 
abnormality against which the prin­
cipal protest was made. Considering 
the world-shaking experience through 
which the nation has passed, it may 
be that our recovery is going forward 
as rapidly as could be reasonably ex­
pected.

er taken from Windsor Lake on May 
29th ,and tested at'my Laboratory on 
May 30th, were found to he contam­
inated with organic matters of vege­
table origin (there is not the slight­
est evidence of contamination with 
organic matters of animai origin.)

“Though there are undoubted evi­
dences of vegetable contamination I 
do not think there is any cause for 
alarm, as this condition *of the water 
is purely temparary .and due to what 
is known as the “Sprinfe Turn Over.” 
During the long winter months, when 
the surface of the Lake is covered 
with a thick sheet of ice, the lowest 
or bottom layers of water remain, 
more or less, stationary, and as there 
is a good deal of vegetable matter 
deposited on the Lake bottom, the 
lowest layers in time become con­
taminated.
' “When the thaw sets in, in the 
spring, the surface ice melts and the 
temperature of the surface layers of 
wlater gradually rises to about 39 
degrees F„ at which point water is 
at its heaviest.

“The surface layers then sink to the 
bhttom, and the bottom layers rise to 
the surface, and for a few weeks our 
drinking water may bo slightly con­
taminated with vegetable matter. In 
a short time the high winds to which 
the Lake is exposed thoroughly aer­
ate, and purify the water, and for the 
rest of the ,year, we, in St. John’s, are 
fortunate in having a pure supply of 
drinking water right at our doors.”

Professor Davies’ statement "al­
though there are undoubted eviden­
ces of vegetable contamination, I do 
not think there is any cause for 
alarm,” shows that the complaints of 
citizens were well founded. Mr. Bev­
ies’ Report however, is based on sam­
ples taken at Windsor Lake, and 
whilst this might show that the 
source of supply is safe, it does not 
prove that the water does not become ! 
contaminated before reaching ‘the ; 
houses in the city. A test of samples
