Boss, That this meeting condemns 
the action of Mr. Drew’s friends in enter­
ing a protest against Col. Higiubotbam's 

■ election, as we believe there are no rea­
sonable grounds for such procedure.

Moved by William, Reid, seconded by 
Samuel Robertson, That we pledge our- 
selves, to give our moral and material 
support in assisting Col. Higiubotham to 
resist Mr. Drew’s protest, and Sfiall do 
our Lest'to raise the amount levied upon 
Maryborough by the Central Committee.

Speeches were made by the" movers and 
seconders of the several motions; they 
were ably supported by Messrs. Robb, 
Bornholiit, LoWes, Cross, Welch, Oliver, 
Wilson anil others, all urging immediate 
action.
. A subscription list was laid on the 

table, and in a few minutes half the 
amount required to be paid by Mary­
borough was subscribed by sixteen of the 
electors present. Subscription lists were 
then made out for the collectors in the 
several concessions.

Moved by Thomas E. Brandon., sec­
onded by Samuel Robertson, That a lo­
cal committee of three, with power to add 
to their number, be appointed for each 
concession, and that the Executive Com­
mittee form part of same in their differ­
ent localities.—Carried unanimously.

The committees were then "struck out, 
and tho Secretary instructed to notify 
them.

After a vote of thanks to the Chairman, 
and cheers for the Queen and Col. Hig­
iubotham, the meeting separated.
