Chicago Wheat Market s Off

Chicago, Alpril 10.—A net loss of 1-4
to 5-8 'was.suffered by wheat today
on ‘the most enthusiastic crop reports
that have reached the trade in some
weeks., There ‘was a decline of 1-2
to 5-8 in corn, and oats finished un-
changed to 1-4 lower.

Wheat crop experts wired that the
biggest yield on record was in pros-
pect In Missouri, Kansas, Nebraska
and Oklahoma. Kansas was said fo
be a garden spot and thé great wheat
rajsing counties of Nebraska were sald
to be -smooth and green, like well-
kept lawns. These rosy reports were
made further effective on the bear
side By the general snows in Kansas
and Nebraska, which, following re-
cent rains, made growing prospects
{deal. Prospects of large world ship-
ments In an increasé in the shipments
from Argentina of 2,000,000 bushels
over last year also counted against the
bulls, thoiugh they made stubborn re-
gistance until the closing. Primary
wheat receipts were 531,000 ° bushels,
compared with 258,000 a year ago.
Seaboard clearances of wheat 'and
flour equalled 200,000 bushels. A sell-
ing drive in corn made on discovery
that one of the big houses had sold
moderately caused prices to decline,
The market early in the day had been
firm and active because of the general
wat weather and consequent delay to
field work and marketing.

Rains, - which 4{ndicate a cutting
down of the seeding of oats, caused
an early firmness, which was wiped
out later on profit-taking.

Toronto Livestock Market

Toronto, April 10.—Receipts at the
Union Stock Yards today were 80 cars,
with 1,000 cattle, 184 calves, 1,694 hogs,
129 sheep and lambs.

Trade was slow and all grades butcher
cattle easler at 10c lower, except cows
and bulls. General average of quality was
poor, ‘although one or two loads of fair
quality sold at $6.85.

NEW YORK MARKET ERAT
SPECULATORS WaRY

Trading Dull Much of the. Day
and Displayed Lack of
Initiative

(

New York, April 10.—Movement of
the stocks toéday was irregular and
speculative sentiment was confused.
The alternate periods of advancing
and declining prices represented little
more than the monetary response to
activities of professional traders, who
appeared to have the market in their
own hands. Trading was dull much
of the day and displayed a lack of
initiative, in the absence of new im-
bulses from any quarter. On the up-
ward swings gains of a point or more
were made by some of the leading is-
sues and on the déclines there was
& corresponding loss. Net changes on
the day were small. Pennsylvania at
1141-2; New York Central and Bal-
timore & Ohio all touched new low
points for the year. Selling of Penn-
sylvania was carrled on heavily at
times, following yesterday’s movement
for a new issue of stocks. A decline
of 187,000 tons of unfilled orders
shown by the eteel corporation in its
monthly report had no effect on the
market, such decrease having been
clearly forecasted. That the figures
fell off less than 200,000 tons indicated
that orders continued heavy last
month.

European buying of stocks was
continued. . London purchases today
were about 30,000 shares, chiefly of
steel, amalgamated, Union Pacific and
Erie. Recent foreign buying and the
steadily improving position of the
European governmental banks indi-
cate an improvement in the ¢onditions
abroad, which, it is expected, will be
& decided fdctor in this market, al-
though some doubt is felt as té how
extensively Europe will invest “In
American securities until more confi-
dence is displayed by the investors at
home. The Bank of England’s state-
ment today~ disclosed a further
strengthening of reserves, amounting
to ovéer 3 per cent in the last week:
The sales of over $10,000,000 New
York Central one year 5 per cent notes
ingi.ondon 'was accepted as a further
indication of the better feeling abroad
toward American securities.

Lower prices prevailéed for many of
the important bonds. New York Cen-
tral 8 1-2 lost two points. Total sales
(par value), $2,720,000.

TTAWA, -Ont., April 10.—James
B. Forgan, president of th=
First National Bank of Chicago,

gave evidence before the bank-
ing committee this morning. Hé did
not believe in an extension of smail
local banks in Canada, as experiéncze
had shown the branch banking system
to be :more efficient and more economi-
cal. The weakness of the American
system he believed to be in the diffi-
culty of a large number of 10¢al banks
individually controlling: and carrying
their cash reserves. This caused
periodic tightness of money and oc-!
casional panics. The distribution »f
g0M .. reserve among 26,000 individual
banks, . all undertaking to control and
carry their own share, was ‘“unscien-
tific,, wasteful, dangerous and imprac
ticable.” |
Mr. Forgan thought there might be
a danger from too many mérgers or
concentrations of the banking capital.
Yet, conditions might easily arise wh:a
a8 merger would save a bank.
Mr. Forgan said that without intend-
ing to reflect in any way on the use-
fulness or desirability of externzl

of whichr he fully appreciated, experi-
énce compelled him to say that it
seemed impossible to establish any
sysfetni’ of "external supervision that
will at“all compare in thoroughness
and effectiveness with organized in-
ternal ‘stpervision that Canada now
hag 1in- conneectfon with its system.
Hverything consldered, he would ad-
vise the Canadian government.to keep
its hands off bank supervision or any-
thing approaching it. ‘The ministers’
suggeéstion: for a shareholders’ audit
geémed to hi mwhat was wanted. With
the excellént system of internal super-
vision in force, including audits anl
inspections “of practically everything
ouitside of the héad offices of a bank, it
seemed from a  practical standpoint
quite feasible for ‘experieficed accoun-

Inheritance Tax Propoled

Washington, April 10—An inheritance
tax that would run as high as 50 per
cent. on fortunes of over $15,000,000,
was proposed in a bill infroduced in
the senate yesterday by Senator Jones,
of Washington.. .The measure would
impose inPeritance tax on all estates,
except whére the bequest is to mem-
bers of the immediate family, in which
case thére would be an exemption of
$25,000 and a reduced tax rate.

The general inheritance tax proposed
is as follows:

On estates of less than $5,000, one
per cent.; from $5,000 to $50,000, two,
per cent.; from $50,000 to $250,000, five
per cent.; from $250,000 to $750,000, ten)
per cent.; from $750,000 to $1,500,000,
fifteen .per cent.; from $1,5600,000 to
$8,000,000, twenty per cent.; from $3,-
000,000 to $7,000,000, twenty-five per
cent.; from $7,000,000 to $15,000,000 |
forty per cent.; above $15,000,000 fifty
per cent. i :

No .constitutional amendment would
be necessary to impose an inheritancey
tax.
