No Mind can Describe Awfulness 
of Their Crimes

PROGRESS OF BRITISH IS 
WONDERFUL

Sergt. Harry Sykes, of Aylmer, who 
is attached to Headquarters Staff, 
in France, hats written the follow­
ing descriptive letter to IVlfc and 
Mrs. Harry Hewbank, of Richmond.

Somewhere in France, 9;5|l7 
Dear Harry and Mrs. HewBank:

I hope these few lines find you en­
joying the best of health and child­
ren as well.

I think at present I never felt bet­
ter, having been in a rest camp for a 
week and I now feel as fit as a fiddle.

Knowing how interested you al­
ways were in this terrible war, I 
knew that a few lines from me, giv­
ing you some idea of the state of 
things existing in France, the coun­
try they cajf “Sunny” but I call it 
“Muddy” would be acceptable.

I might say that there is no pen 
made, nor is there a mind or brain 
born, that can accurately describe 
the awfulness of the whole business. 
One can read and see 'pictures and 
draw some sort of an idea, that one 
imagines it might be, but see the real 
thing and imagination fades away in 
horror.

I have gone through towns and 
villages, at least they were on the 
map, but now nothing but heaps of 
bricks and mortar, blown to atoms, 
and not a thing left standing. What 
have been at one time beautiful resi­
dences, prosperous farms, and splen­
did historic churches and cathedrals, 
just wantoply levelled to the ground.
I was in one town four days after 
the Germans had been driven out and 
all of a sudden the church blew up. 
They had a timed mine placed there, 
so that it would blow the church up 
after their evacuation and probably 
kill a. lot of British.

Honestly I was half a mile away 
when it blew up, but I really thought 
1 had gone to glory, the concusion 
was so violent.

And then one sees the redl fer­
ociousness of the German, one be­
gins to wonder why they ever be­
longed to the human racé.

, I am not allowed on strict military 
orders to give you any idea of my 
whereabouts, perchance this letter 
gets into hands than otherwise inten­
ded for and possibly giving informa­
tion to the enemy.

Therefore you will have to read 
between the lines. But when 1 say 1 | 
have not seen a civilian for i> weeks, 
you will know that 1 am not in a uic- 
ture palace.

I have been in grave yards where 
they have actually stripped the cof­
fins of all metal and left them burst 
open, and they even take public mon­
uments out of any place if hey are 
made of metal, and any marble struc-
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However the task to beat the Ger- 
mans is a big one and as I said be­
fore. it the British people only had 
some s ight tdeaof the immensity of 
he task that their soldiers have,well 

they would have more patience.
twlieve me, as an eye-witness, the 

progress the British have made ag­
ainst this clever bjl't unscrupluous 
nation is just wonderful.

They never clear out of a town or 
village without cutting all ihe fruit 
trees down and poisoning all the wat­
er supplies so that our soldiers get 
no Water..

Well, noxv r will close as' I guess ' 
my letter is getting monotonous.

The Belgian Government has re- 
I ceived a number of letters written in 
j Germany by eyewitnesses, describing 
! the terrible fate of the Belgian de- 
; portées in various German camps, 
i says the London Globe. The follow­

ing are some extracts : 
i “February 25—Here the fate of the 

Belgian civilians is awful, The Ger­
mans are leaving them to die on a 
starvation diet. They are nothing but 
skin and bone. Yesterday thirteen 

i bodies were in the mortuary. This 
j morning there were fourteen and that 
1 of a total of 3.000 to 4.000 prisoners.

“If we are caught in the act of 
; handing these unhappy people some 
I soup or other food we are punished 
j with five days’ jail. Neutrals never 

come to see us.
“March 22—The situation becomes 

: unbearable. The unhappy civilians 
; die by scores. The total of deaths for 
| yesterday and to-day in this camp
