Dr. Virchow said that the 
cholera appeared to be localized in Russia 
at present, but it may appear here at any 
time. Concerning America, he said: "No 
one need tell your people that they must 
remove all dust and dirt and exercise the 
utmost cleanliness and that they will be all 
right." Dr. Hirsch said: "I had formed 
an opinion that the disease had changed its 
character, owing to the immunity of other 
places in spite of the constant recurrence 
of the disease in Italy and Southern France 
since 1883, but its rapid progress in Russia 
and its reported appearance in Northern 
France proves otherwise. I think that 
sooner or later it will attack all 
Europe. There is, however, little fear of 
an epidemic in Berlin, as the city's sani- 
tary condition is perfect. I have thoroughly 
studied the condition of America and there 
is little danger of an outbreak of the disease 
there, provided thorough cleanliness is 
maintained and sanitary precautions are 
adopted. With a complete inspection of 
all steamers arriving at American ports 
there is little danger of infection through 
travelers. One danger to America is the 
Canadian frontier. Canada has imported 
several epidemics of cholera and typhus 
fever from England, and might do so 
again. The greatest danger is in the 
importation of rags. The American 
authorities should strictly prohibit the im- 
portation of rags from an infected district 
or from any district where cholera might 
be suspected of existing. Immense 
quantities of rags, gathered in all parts of 
Europe, are shipped from Stettin, Konigs-

infection, 2.5 they are subject to little or no 
inspection."

Startling Confessions.
LONDON, Aug. 1.—A man who is con- 

fined in prison in Glasgow has confessed to 
the authorities that he was implicated in 
the murder of Lord Leitrim, who was shot 
and killed April 2, 1878, while driving near 
his residence in county Derry, Ireland. 
The prisoner also stated he was concerned 
in the killing of Lord Mountmorris at 
Rushen, county Mago, Ireland, Sept. 25. 
1880. He further says he was hired to 
assist the man who killed the informer, 
James Carey, who was shot on board the 
steamer Melrose at Port Elizabeth, South 
Africa, by a passenger named O'Donnell.

Lick's OBSERVATORY, Cal, Aug. 1— The 
giant telescope presented to the Universal y 
ol California by James Lick is making a 
record lor itself during the present Ap- 
position ol Mars. Many of the Milanese 
Astronomer Schiaparellis’ fanciful details 
are shown to have no existence. This 
will Le a biller disappointment to 
many visionary theorists who have 
found in the existence of three 
canals" and particulary in the announce- 
ment that all were seen to be divided most 
indisputable evidence that Mars was in­
habited by human beings. The most 
startling of the million observations are 
those made on the two tiny moons of the 
planet which were first discovered by 
Asaph Hail in Washington during the ap 
position of 1877, and which have since been 
seen at brief intervals and only in the 
very largest telescopes. Not only have 
these little attendants, by long odds the 
faintest planetary bodies to be seen any 
where in the sky, been in plain view lor the 
best part of the month, but of late astrono­
mers have regularly observed their eclipses 
in the shadow of Mars. The satellites are 
seen to disappear in eclipse upon reaching 
the line of shadow with almost the same 
instantaneous effect which is seen when the 
dark limb of the moon passes over a bright 
star in the sky.

WINDSOR, Aug. 1.— Yesterday morning 
fire broke out in the house of a family 
named Smith, consisting of the aged 
mother, two single daughters, Florence and 
Alice, and a married daughter, Mrs. Green, 
and her baby, who about a month ago 
moved to Windsor from Wyoming, Ont. 
In an effort to save Mrs. Green’s baby, 
Florence Smith was badly burned, but the 
doctors say she cannot live. The girl, with 
a bravery seldom seen, dashed into the 
house and managed to reach the room 
where the child was. When she went to 
return she found that she was cut off in 
every direction by the flames. She hugged 
the child close to her, and by going 
through a sheet of fire reached a window, 
her nightdress and hair all afire. With 
the child still in her arms she made a 
jump, and as soon as she reached the 
ground it was found that the flames had 
burned everything from her. While she was 
battling with the flames upstairs, the 
mother and other daughter, Alice, had 
entered one of the lower rooms to recover a 
roll of money and some jewelry. The 
mother soon returned, her body and arm 
badly burned, and Alice was seen to stumble 
just outside the doorway. Capt. Murdock, 
who was one of the first to reach the fire, 
saw her, and, unmindful of danger, made a 
rush and caught her in his arma. She was 
also horribly burned and the screeching 
of the poor women ax they rolled in 
the grass was too horrible to describe. 
She was burned from the top of her head to 
the soles of her feet and inhaled some of 
the fire. Mrs. Smith and the other single 
daughter, Alice, are in a critical condition, 
but it is thought they will pull through if 
inflammation does not set in. The baby is 
all right with the exception of a slight 
burn on the forehead. The house was 
completely destroyed. Loss, $600; insur­
ance, $400. None of the furniture was 
saved.
