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churnability of the butter fat,

That with the same cows the hardness
depends much more upen the character
of the food than upon the nutritive ratio, |

That ensilage produces a much softer i
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favorable to the flavor and texture of (
the butter produced.

That skimmilk has a very favorable ef-
fect upon the churnability and quality
of the butter fat, and in a single trialap-
parently reversed the general rule that
the volatile, fatty acids decrease as the
period of lactation advances,

That cottonseed meoal tends to produce
an unusually hard quality of butter, and
that cottonseed meal and gluten meal
might Le used together with excellent re-
sult,

That contrary to general belief the
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melting point of butter fat is not a good
indication of the commercial hardness
of butter, That while in general a soft
Butter melts at alower temperature than
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
