The 
Russian hear is aching to thrash the 
Japanese, and the little brown men need 
not very much provocation to accept the 
challenge. I am not in love with the 
Japanese; their boundless vanity is not 
apt to make friends. Still fairness com­
pels to give the devil his due, and small 
as they are in size, their patriotism and 
courage is beyond question. What part 
will England play in the coming strug­
gle? Who can say? The arrival of a 
new factor upon the Oriental chess­
board has altered circumstances very 
considerably- 
Britain during the late unpleasantness 
with Spain has caused a high degree of 
good feeling toward the mother country 
in the United States, for which I thank 
God. Both nations have the same 
aspirations, the same love of liberty and 
progress, and why they should not unite 
in the work of real civilization in such 
heathen countries as Japan, Korea and 
China, has been a puzzle to better men 
than the speaker. May the fellow- 
low feeling of race and kindred in­
crease! That is the wish of every 
American and Englishman whose lot is 
cast in the Far East.

Such a comedy combination as the 
modern stage has never seen is being 
enacted in the little island kingdom of 
Tonga—or was when the Aorangi left 
tiie South Seas—the cast including King 
George Tahoa I.; two rival claimants 
for the heart and handset His Majesty ; 
a German financial firm holding a 
mortgage on the state and anxious either 
to foreclose or to dismiss the First Min­
ister; the said First Minister, whom 
the King will not allow to resign; a 
Royal Treasurer who absconds with the 
contents of the state strong-box, thereby 
necessitating a postponement of the 
royal wedding; a German vice-consul 
employed as middle-man by the mort­
gagees of the kingdom, who threatens to 
seize Vavua island unless a collection of 
private native debts are paid; the Chief 
of police, who is also father of one of 
the brides-elect, and who pursues the 
peculating treasurer — with soldiers, 
courtiers, peasants, dancing girls, et al., 
to make the spectacle complete and real­
istic.

The scene of action shifts from the 
king’s palace to the office of the state 
treasurer, with its rifled safe; thence 
to the royal yacht, on which the treas­
urer flees the kingdom and is ship­
wrecked; again to the dark forests of 
Samoa, where the fugitive evades pur­
suing justice; and back again to His 
Majesty’s palace for the sad finale—the 
monarch announcing the postponement 
of the wedding joys to his weeping 
fiancees, for the good and valid reason 
that he has “ gone broke ” and cannot 
afford one, to say nothing of a pair of 
wives.

The only improvement that could be 
suggested, apparently, in the arrange­
ment of the incidents in this accidental 
comedy of statecraft, love and finance, 
would be for the treasurer to have stolen 
oue of the prospective brides and thus 
have saved the merry monarch from a 
somewhat awkward dilemma.

The whole situation is irresistibly 
reminiscent of the play of action in 
“ The Gondoliers,” and in accordance 
with the advice of the personages in 
peaceful Sanatoria, it may be well “ in 
a contemplative fashion ” to try to 
“ solve the complicated plot.”

Li A few days prior to the sailing of the 
just-arrived steamship Aorang: from Syd­
ney, N. S. W., the all-Australian cricketing 
eleven left that port for the annual series 
of matches in Merrie England. It is ex­
pected that the Antipodean batsmen and 
bowlers will return home via the Canadian- 
Australian line, and the possibility of a 
visit from the team naturally invests it 
with additional interest for British Colum­
bians. Speaking of the eleven on the morn­
ing subsequent to its departure, the Sydney 
Morning Herald prints the following:

“Experts tell us that the team constitutes 
as strong a batting combination as ever left 

There are batsmen in it who 
play the game wUhout taking any 

risks; such as Hill, McLeod, Tromper and 
Laver, one only of whom it will be noticed, 
has passed through the ordeal of an English 

How far the eccentricities of the 
climate and o£ the wickets may affect the 
new men remains to be seen. Then there 
are the vigorous batsmen, the men who can 
force the game, if necessary—such men as 
Darling, Iredale, Gregory and Noble. In 
this category there is only one man who 
has not sampled the English climate; but 
of Noble it may safely be predicted that 
sooner or later he will display the run­
getting powers which have made him 
notable here in club and international 
cricket. Worrall is a particularly fast 
scorer, and it is expected of him that he 
will fill the place of big hitter occupied in 
previous teams by Lyons and McDonnell 
and Massie. Nor it is possible to leave 
Howell’s name out of the list of possible 
run-getters. The man who could make 
95 runs in 60 minutes against the best 
bowling of England has distinct claims to 
be regarded as a hitter, not of the first 
class, possibly, but still one who at any 
time might make a useful score. Then we 
have Kelly, who might almost challenge 
admission to the eleven on his battjng, 
not to mention his fine keeping of wickets. 
Jones, too, is an improving batsman.

“On paper the team is weak in bowling, 
and the selectors Itibutil certainly have 
seen to it that there was more variety. 
Of the six bowlers—J ones, Trumble, 
Howell, Noble, McLeod and Laver—only 
the first two have had experience of Eng­
lish wickets. The others, as everybody 
knows, are great bowlers on Australian 
wickets, but it is as yet to be ascertained 
how they will shape in England. It is a 
very trying ordeal this English tour. The 
team has to play about 36 matches, which 
means being engaged six days in the week. 
Of these five are test matches, played under 
the arrangement of the Marylebone Cricket 
Club at different centres in England. The 
other matches, whilst not so picturesquely 
important, are all against good teams, and 
in each of them our men will have to meet

thy, In the Queeslander for March 11th is 
an appreciative article on the Atiin gold 
fields, made up chiefly of statements 
from Mr. Havelock Smith, who is de­
scribed as “lately one ‘of theour shores. repre-
sentatives of the Cassiar Central Rail­
way of Cassiar, British Columbia,” and 
has lately arrived at Brisbane after a 
visit to the northern part of this prov­
ince. Mr. Smith is endorsed by the 
Queenslander as one competent to 
press an opinion upon gold fields, by 
reason of his experience in most of the 
important mining centres of the world. 
What he says will therefore doubtless 
carry much weight with it in Queens­
land. He says the possibilities are be­
yond realization, and that the country 
will become one of the largest gold- 
producers. We understand this refer- 
try. Atiin, he describes as a poor man’s 
paradise and he predicts that it will be 
one of the largest speculative mining 
camps of our time, “resembling in many 
respects the best days of Johannesburg-” 
He bases this view upon the nearness 
of the gold fields to the ocean, the exist­
ence of quartz deposits of undoubted 
richness, the movement certain to take 
place in real estate and the extent of the 
gold-bearing area. The sentences fol­
lowing are worth quoting entire: “Large 
individual fortunes will not be made on 
the alluvial propositions, but they will 
be made in the opening of the quartz 
deposits. This real mass of golden 
wealth in these northern regions remains 
yet untouched, waiting tor machinery to 
take it out.” He describes the camp as 
ideal, by reason of the ease with which 
it can be reached, its excellent climate 
and abundant timber. He thinks no 
enterprising miner who can command 
$500 need hesitate about leaving Austra­
lia for Atiin. The publication of this 
article in a paper of the standing of the 
Queenslander can hardly fail to lead 
many Australian miners to seek their 
fortunes in northern British Columbia.
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ASSAYERS’ EXAMS.
There will be examinations for effi­

ciency in the practice of assaying in the 
laboratory of the bureau of mines on 
May 14 and November 20. The exam­
iners will be the provincial mineralogist 
and provincial assayer, and W. Peliew- 
Harvey, who will act as special exam­
iner for such examinations as may be 
held on or near the coast. Should the 
minister of mines deem it advisable to 
hold examinations in other localities, he 
is authorized to appoint another special 
examiner for each such locality, who 
shall act in conjunction with the provin­
cial mineralogist and assayer. Exam­
iners will not be salaried.
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General Manager E. C. Hawkins of 
the White Pass Sc Yukon railway ar­
rived over from the Sound by the King­
ston yesterday and is spending to-day 
at the Driard. He has only recently 
returned from the scene of construction, 
and brings the good news that the work­
ing force on the line will shortly be in­
creased from the 450 to 700 men kept 
busy since the strike on the 1st of March 
last, to 1,500 or 2,000. Grading is now 
completed to within a comparatively 
short distance of Bennett, and as soon 
as the snow disappears—it is now going 
fast—construction will be pushed with 
renewed vigor. Laboring men accus­
tomed to railway work would do well 
to keep this employment in view, for it 
means steady work, congenial surround­
ings, and 30 cents per hour for the 11- 
hour working day. At the present time 
the railway is thoroughly accommodat­
ing both passengers and freight as far 
as the track is laid and ballasted, goods 
being delivered in Bennett 24 or 27 
hours from Skagway, and two passen­
ger trains a day—each with four or five 
coaches—having been operated since the 
12th ultimo.

THE YUKON SCANDAL.

Whatever may have been the case in 
other parts of the Dominion, there has 
been no effort in British Columbia on 
the part of the Conservative press to 
make political capital out of the Yukon 
scandals. They came too closely home 
to us; they touched our business inter­
ests too vitally. From the very outset 
there was a disposition in this province 
to deal generously with Mr. Sifton in 
his administration of the northern gold 
fields. It is only necessary to refer to 
the reception accorded him on the occa­
sion of his trip to the North, and the 
comments made 4n the papers of both 
parties. Every desire was manifested 
to recognize the difficulties with which 
he had to contend and to give him credit 
for an earnest desire to overcome them 
in a manner best calculated to promote 
the public welfare. It had been our 
pride and boast that when a gold field 
was discovered in Canada, the laws 
governing it were administered without 
fear, favor or affection; that there never 
were any grounds for scandal; that offi­
cials sought only to discharge their 
duties to the public. Hence when the 
first reports came down of maladminis­
tration, the disposition here was to dis­
regard them, and it was only after fre­
quent repetition that they were taken 
up. No explanation that has yet been 
offered at all satisfies the people of Vic­
toria, who have been in personal .con­
tact with hundreds of Yukoners, and 
we think the dissatisfaction is not by 
any means confined to one political 
party.

THE SAMOAN QUESTION.

Late Fiji exchanges give a near-by 
view of the Samoan question. IM 
Fiji Times says that when news arrived 
at Suva of the conditions existing in 
the Samoan group, there was an immedi­
ate movement for the organization of an 
armed force to go to the protection of 
the white inhabitants. The Fijian paper 
thinks that Australia will not be con­
tent to permit such scenes to be repeated, 
for the Australians will not stand quietly 
by and see their relatives and friends de­
prived of their property and put in peril 
of their lives. It thinks the proposed 
division of the group between Great 
Britain, the United States and Germany 
“simply is a child’s disposition of af­
fairs.” The group contains something 
like a million acres, we are told, less than 
a quarter the area of the Fiji group. 
“To put it tersely, a sheep walk of re­
spectable dimensions in Australia con­
tains more acres than those comprised in 
the area which it is. presumably, seri­
ously proposed to proportion out between 
three great powers. The proposition is 
very funny—too funny to be entertained 
seriously on this side of the world.” 
The Times says that the natives want 
Great Britain to take the .islands and 
so do all the foreign residents, 
makes the significant statement that 
hereafter Australia will rule the south­
ern world and her views and wishes must 
be considered when it comes to deciding 
the ownership of territory in the ad­
jacent ocean.
