(House today passed the bilP for the crea-
tion of a general staff for the army by
a vote of 153 to 52. By the terms of

THE DAKOAS
IN BLIZZARD

In Both States the Terrible
Storm Rages Over the
Land.

St. Paul, Minn,, Jan, 6.—Meagre re-
ports have reached St. Paul of a terri-
ble blizzard which is raging tonight in
South Dakota and moving rapidly East-
ward. Sioux Falls, . 'D., is almost
entirely cut off from the world but the
wire is working between that place and
Sioux City, Ia., and is used exclusively
by the railway for train service orders.
The storm struck Sioux City soon after
dark, starting in with a fine rain, which
quickly turned to snow the thermometfer
sank rapidly and wind ‘grew almost to
a hurricane velocity, one report put-
ting its speed at 90 miles an hour and
before it the snow was driven in sheets,
making traffic of any kind almost an
impossibility. 1t is thought the rail-
way service will be practically at :
standstill by morning, and fears are
entertained for settlers in the country.
Fuel is very scarce in some sections,
and thesé cold waves which occasionally
wul 1onow blizzaras will cause mucu
suffering.

Bismarck, N. D., Jan. 6.—This city is
in the midst of a great mid-winter Lur-
ricane, in which the wind reached a
velocity of 64 miles an hour. Hardly
had the state legislature adjourned
when the windows in the House and
Senate chambers were driven in by the
wind.

Boat Pullers
And Licenses

Fishermen Ask Mr. Morrison to
Try .and Remove
Restrictions.

Claims Against the Cannery-
men Likely to Come on
Soon. -

From Our Own Correspondent.
Vancouver, Jan. 7.—A deputation from
the Fishermen’s Union" called upon Au-
lay Morrison, M. P., yesterday and re-
quested him to urge the government to
do away entirely with the one dollar
license for boat pullers. Mr. Moirison
asked the delegateés to eend him a for-
mal letter setting forth their wishes and
giving their reasons for desiring the
change, and he would be pleased to sub-
mit it to the government on his return
to Ottawa. ‘the delegation vonsisted
of George. Durham« gmr‘&ta&x 5 George
y M. Oy g ‘and
Beadle. t was on' the: request of
the Fishermen’s Union that the gov-
ernment first made it law that a boat
puller was to pay one dollar a year li-
cense. The government even went fur-
ther and required that boat pullers be
British subjects. This portion of the
regulations, however, was mot cnforced,
and Japs, Italians, Americans and other
foreigners were allowed to pull a boat.
The wunion then asked the government
to enforce that portion of the regula-
tions referring to the nationality of boat
pullers. The government promised to do
so, but the regulation was again not
enforced. Now the union being hopeless
of inducing the government to require
boat pullers to be British subjects, have
requested that all restrictions be remov-

ed.

Chas. Durham, secretary of the Fish-
ermen’s Union, states that although the
writ has been issued against the salm-
on canuers for alleged breach of agree-
ment regarding the price paid for the
season’s catch, -that the writ will prob-
ably have to be cancelled and re-issued,
as some of the cannerymen on whom t:e
writ was served claimed to be agents
and not owners of the cannery under
their management. Mr., Durham says
that D. G. Macdonell, who is handlinz
the case, will probably be able to bring
it into the courts in February. The
main contention of the fishermen is that
the catch was under 230,000 cases and
not over that number, consequently
there was in round numbers, and accord-
ing to the sliding scale agreed to, 18
cents a fish instead of 16 cents a fish
due them. The fishermen claim thay
fish, caught in seine nets in Jarvis Inlet
should mnot have been included in the
catch; the canmers eclaim they should.
Other matters of dispute have arisen
which will be brought out in evidence
when the trial takes place,

‘Mr. [Durham says the fishermen be-
lieve their case is a just one, or they
would not be spending their money to
have the differences of opinion between
the canners and fishermen arbitrated in
the courts. _

After an examination of
the powerful machinery of the Victorian,
which was completed yesterday morn-
ing, a preliminary examination having
been made previously by some Vietoria
engineers, the negotiations were report-
ed to have reached a satisfactory cou-
clusion yesterday, and the Victorian is
to be transferred to the Victbria Ter-
minal Railway & Ferry O8.

It js said to be the intemtion of the
company to take the machinery out of
the Victorian and place it in a barge to
be bought from the Hale & Kern Con-
tract ICo., of Portland. A deal for the
purchase of this barge at-a price in the
neighborhood of $30,000 has been in
progress through a prominent Victoria
shipbroker for some time past.

was 1,500 tons, and the four barges—
there are three of the same model other
than the Washington—cartied in all
650,000 tons. - 'When mnot subjected to a
rough ocean voyage, they can each car-
ry a cargo of 1,700 tons. The Wash-
ington has carried 1,185,000 feet of lum-
ber from Portland to San Francisco.
‘When the powerful machinery of tha
steamer Victorian—which ]1]1215 proposed
to place in the Washington—is'in place,
it is estimated that the ferry steamer
will be able to attain a speed of sixteen
knots, as required by the bylaw, and
carry about ten cars across the iGulf.
The Washington, which in company with
the three other barges, was built in
1898 at Portland, is 180 feet long, 43
feet in breadth and 14 feet deep. It
has a gross tonnage of 710 tons and 675
tons net. 'The barge is now tied up in
the iColumbia river near Portland.
The Victorian, which will probably
come ‘into the possession of the Victoria
Terminal Railway & Ferry Co., is a
vessel well known to Victoriang, for
when she first arrived here she was pre-
sented with silk colors by a committee of
public citizens of this city. * She was
built at Portland for the Oregon Rail-
way & Navigation Co., in 1891, by
‘Capt. James W. Troup, the present man-
ager of the Canadian Pacific Naviga-
tion Co. She made one excursion trip
on the Columb?a and then Capt. Troup
brought her to Victoria and Puget
Sound, and she ‘was placed on the Wic-
toria-Sound route in charge of ICapt. An-
derson, afterwards of the City of King-
ston. She was soon afterwards sent
back to the Columbia. After the loss of
the City of Kingston, which was sunk
by the liner ‘Glenogle, after some unsat-
isfactory service with the George E.
Starr and North Pacific. the Dodwells
placed the steamer Victorian on the
Puget 'Sound-Victoria route again, and
later she was again withdrawn an
placed in the Alaskan trade, in which
she was engaged until a year ago, whpn
she was retired and has since been tied
up at Tacoma.

- If the Washington can be engined
eatisfactorily . withr the powerfl}l ma-
chipery of the Victorian—and it goes
without saying that she can—the com-
pany will doubtlessly be able to carry
out their agreement with the citizens of
Victoria as provided by the byl_aw ear-
ried some time ago, which provided for
the operation of a combined passenger
and freight steamer, they presumabiy
intending to build an upper deck over
that on which the cars are to be car-

Wonderful Display at Review
of Indian Princes Retainers
at Delhi.

Trappings of Gold and Silver
and the Splendor of the
East.

Delhi, India, Jan. 7.—The Viceroy,
Lord Curzon of Kedleston, and Lady
Curzon, and the Duke and Duchess of
Connaught, today reviewed the retain-
ers of the ruling chiefs in the Durbar
arena, The variety of costumes and
paraphernalia afforded the most strik-
ing pictures of the Durbar festivities.
Contingents from all parts of great In-
dia -participated, mostly 'retaining the
distinctive features of their customs.
The flags and other embléms of the
state .of Cutch were carried on camels
and “elephants, accowapanjed by armed
danced past the Vieetoy o
of their own instruments, The famous
gold and ssilver guns of the state of
Baroda attracted much attention. The
ancient Mahratta flags, descended from
the Mogul emperors, were borne past
on an elephant carriage, The martial
Rajpoots were clad in mail armor.
State bards, camel kettle drums, richly
caparisoned elephants and horses, and
agile .swordsmen, many shouting battle
cries, followed one another in quick
succession, A TRoyal elephant carriage,
two stories high, showed how the pal-
ace ladies accompanied the princes of
bygone days. The retinue of the state
of Cashmere included a fine detachmezt
of cuirassiers and a huge giant,

The great Sikh states were represent-
ed by large soldier-like bodies of men,
armed with maces, spears, matchlocks
and -hand grenades. Each contingent
was headed by an elephant bBaring a
gorgeous howdah, in one of which the
sacred book of the Sikhs occupied the
place of honor. The book was guarded
by the chief priest. The venerable chief
of Nabha, escorted by men mounted
on richly caparisoned hrorses and accom-
panied- by -hounds and hawks, was a
striking feature of the display, which
for wealth of colorings, diversity of
components aund number of spectators,
may be considered to have been the
most brilliant of the Durbar display.
Almost incalculable wealth- of gold
and silver was displayed as the seem-
ingly never ending medley of elephants,
camels, troops, musicians and carriages
representing the different Indian states,
passed and manoeuvred before the dais.
The elephants carried howdahs and
trappings of the purest gold and silver.
There were carriages of pure silver.
and, sedan chairs of gold. During the
temporary stoppages of the procession
half a dozen bands, some carried all on
one elephant, played different airs while
the state retainers, clad in mail, and
filled with Jances and swords yelled
their battle cry and fought in the arena.
The Maharajah of Jaibur sent horse
men in complete armour riding on gold-
en saddles and carrying lances with red
and white pennons. The Maharao_ of
Kota sent many camels carrying swivel
guns, a force of military Ascetics, and
a number of quaint musicians,

The camel men of the Maharajah of
Alwar wore uniforms of blue and yel-
low. An elephant carriage, drawn .by
four elephants, followed the Alwar
horsemen, who were clad in mail ar-
mor and whose horses reared in salute
to the royal personages present. An
elephant from the state of Datia also
saluted the dais, salaaming, several
times before it. The Shanmen of Bur-
mah, ‘carried golden gongs and teapots,
and wore golden helmets. :
The carriage of the State of Jind
was of pure silver, and drawn by four
black horses, with golden ‘harness. The
carriage of the State of Patiala was
also of silver, decorated with gold. A
dwarf from the state of Nabba was fol-
lowed by a giant seven feet ten.xuches
high. A contingent from Kashmir clos-
ed ‘the procession.. The Duchess o
Connanght wore a black and white
dress, ‘and (Lady Curzon appeared in «

ANOTHER COLLISION.

Heavy Loss of Life in Pennsylvania
Railway Accident.

Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 7.—As a resuit of
a collision between a passenger train and
the rear end of a freight train om
Monongahela division of the Pennsyl-
vania railway tonight at Cochrane ata-
tion, seven men are dead, one is dying
and five others are injured. The pas-
senger train in the wreck was the West
Elizabeth accommodation, which Jleft
Pittsburg at 3:30 p.m. It was on time
and had a clear track, according to the
signals displayed. At the “siding at
‘Cachrane it ran into the rear ecar eof
an extra freight, which had taken the
switch, but. failed' to clear the main
line. [The officials of the road attribute
the disaster to the failure of Patrieck
‘Quinn, the rear brakeman of the fieight,
to see that his train had fully cleared.
Up to 11 pm. Quinn had not beem Jo-
cated. When the passenger train came
along the caboose of the freight over-
lapped the main track enough to eapel
the. tender of the. pascenger eng'me, -
which was forced back h the com-
bination baggage and smoker with ter-
rific force. The thirtcen - pasengers
were jammed agaiust the rear end of
the car into a solid mass. Three of the
victims were killed outright, two of the
other four were literally roasted to -
death and the two ‘who died on the way
[to_the hospital were so badly burmed U
that recognition was impodsible.
