Windsor, Ont., April 9.—The strike
among the employees of the Canada
Bridge Company at Walkerville, On-
tario, resulted tonight in a fracas on
the Detroit side of the river, in which
one man was killed. The trouble was

NINETY PER
CENT RETURN

Collapse of Formidable Strike
in Hoiland is Now in
Sight

The Hague, April 9.—Ninety per cent
of the employees of the Netunerlands
railroad have resumed work. The iron
workers are resolved to continue the
strike, but the carters have refused to
quit work.

‘Lhe oticials of the state railroads,
it was announced today, refused the pro-
posal of the Railroad Employees’ Union
to enter into an agreement for the set-
tlement of the dispute.

The workmen’s defence committee has
offered to call off the strike if the pro-
posed “tyrannical anti-strike” laws are
abandoned, otherwise the committee has
decided to proclaim a general strike of
all the trades throughout the country.

The dwellings of the employees of the
government railroads, who have not
struck, are guarded by troops as pro-
tection to their wives and children. The
bakers’ shops and carts are similarly |
protected. ployees of the river and
canal navigation companies have decided |
to strike in sympathy with the railroad
men.

More trains are runnming souay than
yvesterday. The pupils of the Locomo-
tive Engineering Institute have unani-
mously tendered their.services to the
railroads, and a number are being em-
ployed as stokers.

Dominion of a law similar to the Natal
Act.

‘Mr. Chamberlain did not suggest dis-
allowance because the Chinese were in-
cluded in the British Columbia act, but
because the people of Japan, with whom
Britain had lately formed am alliance,
were placed in the same category and in
the same act. It wase opposed to Im-
perial interests to so deal with Japan-
ese. It was impossible to disallow legis-
lation against Japanese and permit that
against Chinese to remain in the statute
books, for the simple reason’ that it was
one piece of legislation. The Imperial
authorities~have never ofijected to re-
strictive legislation against Chinese, and
therefore it is an impudent perversion of
truth for Mr. Martin to say that I was
flatly contradicted by Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier by the intreduction of a bill in-
creasing the capitation tax on Chinese
to $500. In my. opinion, the bill now
before the Commons will effectually
dispose of the Chinese question, while
the arrangement with the Japanese gov-
ernment, which is being . renewed ana
made more binding, will. do the same
with the Japanese question. - Under the
circumstances the provinecial authorities
would have been quite safe in leavin.
'both questions in the hands of the Do-
minion.. But when the new Dominion
law has been in successful operation a
year or two, possibly the inexpediency,
to say nothing of the unconstitutionality
of further provincial legislation of tha
kind disallowed, will be recognized.
