My. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of
Assembly :

Iam happy to be able to express to you
my full appreciation of the auspicious circum-
stances under which we meet. The affairs
of the Province appear to me to be in a very
favorable position. Our people are reaping
the rewards and advantages of their industry ;
the labors of the farmer have been followed
and crowned with the blessing of Divine
Providence ; and the commercial depression
which for so long a time was so general and
injurious is rapidly leaving us, if it has not
We should be devout-

for these manifestations of His mercy and
goodness towards us,

I congratulate you also that the provision
you made for the construction of Legislative
Buildings has resulted in the completion of
this handsome and commodious edifice.

I
trust and think it will be fonnd well adapted
for the purposes to which it is devoted, and a
fitting place for the meeting of the represen-
tatives of the people in the Legislature of
their own Provincs. While it is our duty to
preserve steadfastly ourinternal and indepen-
dent rights in legitimate subjection to the
recognized functions of the Federal authority
under the Constitution, it is equally mpor-
tant to maintain those institutions, which are
essential to the efficiency of the service and
the good government of the Province, with
the dignity becoming their importance, at the
same time having due regard to economy
consistent with our financial ability and the
public requirements.

You are aware that a good deal of atten-
vion has, and particularly of late years, been
given to the agricultural affairs of the Pro-
vince. For some time past my advisers have
devoted much time to their consideration.
It is quite to be expected that in a young
country like ours, great interest will be felt,
especially by the younger portion of the
population in all these subjects which are in-
timately connected with the welfare of the
Province and their own success in life. This
is a subject peculiarly within our competence
and jurisdiction. The right discharge of our
duties in relation to agriculture will nsces-
sarily afford additional incentives to our
young men to settle themselves contentedly
within our own boundaries on our valuable
lands s0 easily accessible to them. This is a
matter of pressing importauce. [ believe
the policy of my Government on this subject
has thus far not only received your approval,
but also the approval of the people at large.
I am glad therefore to assure you that the
money granted by you during the last session
for the importation of improved breeds of
stock has been expended in a way which I
think warrants me in hoping for gains and
improvement in that department of agricul-
tural work. In continuation of that policy,
aud influenced also by convictions matured
after careful consideration of the opinions of
the Board of Agriculture, and of Agricultural
Societies, and of leading Agriculturists, my
advisers concluded to leass for a term of
years a property to be used as a Provincial
Stock and Breeding Farm, and to utilize a
certain portion of the recent importation of
cattle for stocking such an establishment.
The papers relating to these subjects respec-
tively will he laid before you at an early day,
and I confidently rely upon your sanction of
a transaction o deeply associated with the
public weal. The further settlement of the
public lands 1s a matter of zreat importance,
aud my government have fully understood
the desirability of obtaining and dissemin-
ating accurate information in relation to
them.

It is understood that the Geological Sur-
vey, pow_proceeding under divection of the
Federal Government, is approaching comple-
tion, and I have no doubt'the pnblication of
the Survey will place us in possession of
valuable knowledge of the geological and
other characteristics of our lands, of which it
is the intention of my Government to avail
themselves, as circumstances may suggest, 80
that all additioasl desirable information may
be brought within the reach of intending
settlers in a practical and conveniént form,
