Fines Imposed *U Bound-Bdward Bsmet SHpe

Before any evidence was taken yesterday 
in the case brought by Josephine La France 
(or “ French Fva"), against Kate Fleming for 
assault, Mr. Murphy demanded that the 
whole of the evidence be heard, in order that 
his client mightnot be prejudiced by only one 
aide of the atory being published. Failing 
this, he offered to waive the right to have 
evidence taken and consent to his client 
being committed for trial.

It was at length decided that only suffi­
cient evidence to commit should be taken, 
and Josephine La France was placed in the 
witness-box and gave a bare statement of 
the assault Mrs. Fleming was committed 
for trial, bail being accepted.

The next case was that brought against 
her for keeping a house of ill-fame at 25 
Adelaide street west To this charge she 
pleaded guilty and was fined 550 and costs, 
or six months in the reformatory. Of 
course the fine will be paid. One-half goes 
to the informer, and Mr. Macnabb stated 
that that portion would be donated to the 
girls’ home. The charge of threatening 
was dismissed.

France were then taken up. To the charge 
of being an inmate of a disreputable house 
she pleaded guilty, and was fined $1 and 
costs or ten days. “ We’ll give half that 
to the girls’ home,"said Mr. Murphy.

ANOTHER BATHING BLACK GONE.

The Fence on the Feint Opposite Hanlan’s to be 
Torn Down.

On the long narrow peninsula which juts 
out from the west end of the island was a 
fence, composed of some thirty 
nailed to a scantling, and designed to screen- 
bathers from the gaze of people on the op­
posite side of the lagoon. This lagoon, 
though very narrow, rendered it necessary 
for bathers to walk about halt a mile round, 
a bridge which was at one time thrown 
across it having been destroyed. Still, as 
one of the few places near the city where 
the citizen and his boy might enjoy a swim 
or bath, it was a good deal frequented. 
Gradually, however, the boards began to 
disappear, until now the screen is nothing 
more than a lame apology, and people 
living on the adjacent parts of the island 
began to complain, especially as they say 
the boys and men who go there do not con­
fine themselves to bathing, but indulge in 
various indecent antics. Accordingly these 
residents sent in a very reasonable petition 
to the property committee setting forth this 
nuisance, and also putting the necessities 
of the bathers in a very fair light, and ask­
ing that the fence be repaired and a bridge 
erected. The effect of the petition, how­
ever, has been that the screen is to be 
pulled down, and bathing prohibited unless 
in proper costume. The commissioner, on 
whose advice the committee is acting, says 
it is too late in the season to make any ex­
tensive arrangements for bathers, but that 
something will be done next summer. For 
the rest of the season it would coat very 
little to repair the fence and have a boat 
by which Bathers could cross the lagoon.

THE TORONTO AND OTTAWA RT.
(North Hattingt Review, Modoc.)

The work on this road near this village is 
progressing in a very satisfactory manner, 
under the active superintendence of the 
contractors, Messrs. Wood and Parr. The 
force of men at work last week was 
strengthened by the addition of thirty 
French laborers from Quebec, and we 
understand there are now at work over 
one hundred men.

the emigration returns.
The returns of the five emigration agen­

cies of Ontario show that for the first six 
months of the current year 10,034 im­
migrants have settled in the province, 
as compared with 9142 for the cor­
responding period of last year, 
the seven months ending with July the 
total number was 12,065, as compared with 
11,082 for the corresponding period of last 
year. The month of Jub* shows a decrease 
of 909 as compared witle ast year, but it 
has not yet been ascertained whether this 
is owing to a falling off in the emigration or 
to the withdrawal of passage assistance 
form Qecbec westward by the Dominion 
government, and the consequent settlement 
of emigrants in the lower province. Com­
pared by nationafitim the arrivals for the 
first seven months of 1880 and 1881 are 
represented as follows : English, 4752 and 
4777 ; Irish, 2867 and *103 ; Scotch, 2182 
and 2226; Geppan, 706 and 788; Scandina­
vian, 80 and 92 ; Swiss 12 and 8 ; American, 
1335 and 840; other countries, 168 and 136.

IMPROriNO THE ISLAND.
Yesterday the city commissioner sub­

mitted a report to the property committee, 
giving hie opinion on the contemplated 
improvements at the eastern part of the 
Island. He suggests that a canal about 
seventy feet wide be cut from the small 
dock at Mead’s to the large pond which 
runs eastward from Blockhouse bay, so that 
steamers might come right into the pond 
and land passengers in the park. Besides 
the great convenience of this place, the free 
admission of the water from the bay will 
prevent the waters of the pond from 
stagnating. The chief obstacle is the ex­
pense, which will be about $15,000. The 
matter was referred to a committee to 
see whether this sum could be raised.
