Dear BroTrERs: Breathing the atmos-
Fhere of a land some 6000 miles dixtant
rom the rendezvous of the Cosmopolitans,
drinking deep the characteristics of the
people, vegetation, products and climate
peculiar to Brazil, the writer is actuated to
impart a slight knowledge thereof to the
brothers individually. e British mer-
chant steamer Jessie Goodwin sailed from
New York July 27, 1882, arriving here
August 21, having made an exceptionally
fine as well as a speedy trip. We effected
but some stop, and that for coaling pur-
poses, at the island of Fernando Noronha,
an isle some seven miles in length and
two in breadth, located nearly on the
equator, It is evidently volcanic and its
pyramid its chief natural curiosity bears
traces of such origin.

No woman is allowed to visit this
island. The scenery of Fernando is en-
chanting. The shore is scooped out by
divers inlets and embossed with green
promontories, which are connected by cir-
cling beaches, where rippling waves chase
each other over the sands and bathe
the flowerets of  the  skirting
woods. A fresh luxuriant verdure
crowns the summits of the hills, blending
its soft hue with the general contour of the
island, A richnessand variety of vegeta-.
tion is seen everywhere, except on the col-
ossal pyramid of naked rock, which rising
from the bottom of a grove stands erect in
its barren ruggedness.towering majesticall
over the smiling and fruitfal sceneuronmg
The scenery is all fertile and beauty.
There are no romantic hills and dales, but
everything is on a moderate scale and
pleasing to the eye. There is an inland
lake and one or two trifling books, but po
streams of any importance. The soil is a
fine rizh loam of considerable depth and
possessed of a reddish tinge. Vegetation is
perpetual and vigorous. At the close of
the day it is most interesting to walch
the plants folding up their leaves and
droopiug their heads as if weaned by the
heat of the sun. The chasge in the aspect
of the leaves is also very remarkable. About
a league from the village are extensive
fields of Indian corn and cotton, besidesa
plantation of cocoa nuts. The employment
of the people consists principally in fishing,
agriculture being much neglected. But
such is the nature of the soil, that it would
repay them well for any trouble they might
bestow on it. The process of drawing the
seine is very interesting.  This consists of
a few long stems of a creeping convolvalus
which are twisted together. Thus prepared |
it is dragged into the water just beyoud the
break of the surf, and when a fish is seen
within the scope of the leafy net the
drag it quickly ashore. The cotton hand-
nets that they also use are very neatly
wovea, and with these they reap a much
richer harvest. Whilst the operation of
drawing the seine is in progress on the
beach, some are occupied in angling from
the rocks of projecting points, ~ Groups of
naked fellows may be seen seated on the
beach, watching the operations of the
fishermen, while the pelican is diving con-
tinually about the edge of the surf and the
man-of -war bird over him, who, as the peli-
can rises with his prey, darts down on him
with incredible rapidity and makes
him instantly disgorge. The attempts
of the islanders at navigation are
confined to the catarmaran. Allideas of
improvement on anything are foreign to
their minds. The accontrements of their
horses are the same as those used more than
a century back, and as for agriculture they
have no idea of it. The ground lies un-
tilled before them, the earth smiles in vain,
while they are rolling in their hammocks
smoking and gaming throughout the day,
the very patterns of indolence and laziness.
The evenings are passed in serenading to
the notes of a guitar, or singing and revel-
ling at some lascivious fandango.

Here at Maceio, a seaport town, we found
a specimen..of Don Pedro’s enterprise.
Railroads, street cars and mapu-
factories are in operation, education  is
encouraged, in fact the air seems to be
charged with progress and civilization. 1%
seems quite strange for a native of Canada
to realize the fact that as Christmas ap-
proaches the days become warmer, the
seasons being reverse to those of the north
temperate zone.  Sugar, cotton, coffee, to-
baceo and rice are the most extensive pro-
ducts here, while such fruits as oranges,
lemons, pineapples, cocoanuts, breadfruits,
fizs and grapes grow wild and bear continu-
ally at every 'season of the year.
Oh for the land where the lemon trees bloom,
And the rose laden air yields its choicest perfume;
Where in deep myrtle groves the gold oranges grow,
And the choicest of zephyrs incessantly blow.
Oh for that Jand where Don Pedro reigns still,
The balm of a thousand flowers, Brazil.
