Notwithstanding that American ships in
the coasting and lake trade are protected
to the point of full prohibition of foreign
competition, while the coasting trade.of
Great Britain and a few other countries ie
free to all, there is probably no property
in the country or the world at present in
such a condition of deep depression as that
comprised in our Jake marine,

A convention of those interested therein
bas been suggested, Owners aver that
there are altogether too many grain vessels
in commission, notwithstanding that we
are in the midst-of harvest; that we should
be on the eve of large shipments of the new
crop, and the old crop is overflowing our
public granaries. But, unfortunately for
owners of ships, there is scarcely any
export demand for the enormous stocks of
wheat in store in this and other lake
cities.

_BraDrorD, Penn., Aug. 3.—The killing
of trout by the use of dynamite onrtridgo‘_'
in the streams of northWestern Pennsylva,
nia has grown to such magsistude tha
meetings have been called in several places
to organize vigilance committees to bring
the despoilers of the streams to justice-
Three years ago the trout fishing in the
streams of McKean, Elk, Cameron,
Clearfield, Potter, and other counties was
unsurpassed anywhere, the regions through
which the oreeks flowed being then &
wilderness but little visited save by
anglers and hunters, The advent of oil
prospectors, railroad’ laborers, and other
foreign elements has been followed by the
dynamiting of the creeks. It has been
carried on at all seasens until the streams
are almost ruined as trout waters. The
best pools have been torn to pieces by the
use of the explosive. Thepenalty for this
destruction of fish is very heavy under the
game law, but no step has ever before been
taken to have it enforded.

Business Almost Suspemded Over the
Fire—Trying to Get at the Losses and
Imsurances.

‘The Esplanade, between Princess and-
Scott street, was desolate enough looking
yesterday, The rain continued to fall at
intervals all day and thoronghly squelched
the smouldering ruins of the early morniog °
fire, The great piles of coal on Bailey’s
and Crane’s docks however -are still
on fire, but there is no danger
of the flames spreading ‘frem them:
The coal piles were red-hot away down in
their centres, and the rain had little or no
effect in suppressing the fire, A heavy
mist hung over the blackened ruins, which
gave the scene & weird and ‘wninviting
appearance. Thousands of people tramped» -
and tramped over: again, the entire seven
blocks over which the fire passed. No one
talked abont nnythi:nf else but the fire, and
as a result there was very little business
transacted in the city. There seems to be
po dombt as to the fate of Henry
Wort, /the watchman at the glacose
factory. He was seen half an bour
before/ the fire broke out, but has not
been seen since. William “McCallum,
ths sailor of the Afinie Mulvey who was so
btd‘llt:mrnod, is under treatment at the
hospital, and is getting along comfortably..

Agin the case of every big fire the
amgnnts of losses and insurances’ are
among the hardest things to obtain
correctly. Some business men will not
furnish these facts, while others give them
freely. The value of the glucose factory
ahd its contents is one of the enigmag of
the fire. The present assessed value of
the building is $60,000. but it cost $40,000
orso more to buiid it. The factory is one
of the completest wrecks of the . fire.
