ANNUAL CONVENTION OF THE
NATIONAL LEAGUE.

S portant Business Tramsacted—Players

and Thelr Contructs —A Couple of
Good Races at the Weodbine.

NEW York, Nov. 10.—The tenth annual
convention of the National Baseball league
concluded its labors at the Fifth aveaue hotel
to-day, The next antiual meeting will be held
in Chioago, although the meeting of the
schedule committee, composed of G. H.
Smeltz of St. Louis, J. A. Marsh of Detroit,
and Harry Wright of Philadelphia, will be
held in New York on the first Wednesday in
March, 1886, Rogers of Philadelphia, Day of
New York and Young of Washington were
made members of the arbitratiop committee.
By resolution the Spalding ball ‘was adopted
as the league ball for the coming three years,
and the resignation of hon member A,
J. Mills was accepted. The following resolu-
tions were adopted : . b e

“Before the release of .bplqyn from & oon-
tract with an; lusu olub,in accordance with
the fifth uoan the national agreement,
the service of such players shal
exclusively subject to the league
that shall, within ten days from

said  release, |

to the secretary of the league its moceptance
of said services. If more than one league ciub
pignifies said acceptance within the said ten
days, then the acce’liug club that shall file
with the secretary of the league the written
assent of the reieased playor over his own
signature to contract with said club shall be
exclusively entitled to his services, provided
in all cases that the said assent be signed sub-
sequent to his release, 1f more than one
league club signify such acceptance within
the said ten days, and the written assent of
the released player to the contract with
either be not filed with the secretary- of the
league for 0 additional days thereafter, then
the secretary of the league shall decide by lot
which of the said clubs shall be exclusively
entitled to the services of the said player.
The signing of said written assent by any re-
leased player to more than one league club,
or his reiusal to join a club, in accordance
with hi: lawful written assent thereto, or in
accordance with his assignment unger this
resolution within a ressonable time, shall.
upon proof mistaotorz:o five league clubs, be
blacklisted as prescribed in section 14 of the
league club's constitution, provided that in
the event of a failure to blacklist such player
the services of such ghyer shail be controlied
by the club to which his assent was given.”

The special committee reported in favor of
allowing Brouthers White, Rowe and Rich-
ardson, “‘the big four,” to go to Detroit, and
the report was accepted.

Noaction was taken in the application of
Lucas, of the St. Louis club, to be allowed to
Flny games on Sunday, and after the Wash-

ngton olub had been admitted in place of the

Buffalo club, the convention adjourned.

Volcanic Erupttons in Java.
From the London Times.

Early in May there was an eruption of
Mount Smere, the principal volcano in
eastern Java, which extended over some
weeks, The lava peured down the sides
of the mountain in’several streams, filling
wide chasms, 300 feet deep, and praoti-
cally destroyimg the wide belt of coffes
plantations which lay around the base of
the mountain, Letters from Batavia say
that even yet the extent of the mischief
done has not been ascertained; bus it is
quite certain that over 500 persons lost
their lives by it.

Lately the Merabi veloano, in middle
Java, has been causing great anxiety all
over -the island by its Indicstions of an
approaching outburst, Then, on the west
coast, in the Krokatoa district, the soene
of the great calamity of two years ago,
electrical flashes and disturbances have
become frequent, accompanied by subter-
ranean rumblings and explosions, especially
in the neighborhood of the old orater.
The great rock masses which were thrown
up from the sea in the cataclysm of August,
1883, have again suddenly disappeared,
and there is now a considerable depth of
water where they stood a few months ago,
