The postal service of this oonntr/ erirrios free 
to their destination in Canada any letters post­
ed in the United States for such destination, 
while the United States doe* à like service tor 
Canada under similar conditions. $ut there 
is 'one difference. The average letter mailed 
on the other qide of the line is much heavier 
than the average Canadian letter, the limit 
of weight
in Canada aud one ounce in the republic, 
Canada thus deals more liberally with our 
neighbors than With her own people. HeTe 
the people are compelled to pay three cents 
for the carriage of n half ounce missive, while 
our neighbors' double weight letter» Are 
carried free.
