Too Much Weather.

1t is a subject of frequent remark that the
winter of 1889-90 has so tar been an unusually
mild one in this region of North America;
m:ghthmmthmewhomynowthatthe
season is likely to make up for it all before it
closes, Meantime the recent fjpart of winter
has beenan extraordinary one for heavy
storms of rain and snow in California and
other extensive sectiotis of the Paciflc coast;
while the damage and delay to the Atlantic
fleet have been far beyond the common. We
may ‘“put this and that together,” if we
please; there may be some connection between
the snow storms in the mountains of Cali-
fornia and Oregon, the extra mild winter in
the lake region, and the terrible stormy time
of late on the Atlantic. It is believed by
some people, though we have no scientific
“quthority” to cite directly in favor of this
belief, that a decided change from a spell of
extra cool summers and mild winters to some-
thing just the reverse is even now going on;
and that we shall have such turns in the
weather as will confirm this ere long.
