LARGEST H IIS HISTORY,
Go. Evidence Thai Ihe trine Was Committed 

In the Early Mornlng-Tbe Defence 
Outlined.

Montreal, Sept. 11.—It has been hint­
ed for some time back that the de­
fence In the Demera murder 
would spring a bomb-shell upon the j 
Crown when the trial was under way. 
It Is currently believed In court house 
circles that a good hint as to what this 
sensation will be was pointed out to
the jury at the time of their visit to j 
the Demers’ house, 
consists of some spots of blood found ! 
upon the Inside of the blinds In the 
bedroom of the murdered woman. The 
defence, It Is stated, will produce medi­
cal evidence to show that these spots 
were caused by human blood and are 
In the shape of an imprint made by a 
hand In the act of pushing the blind 
from the Inside to open It. This leads 
to the belief that the defence will 
claim tat the murderer, whoever he 
was, left the house after., the tragedy ! 
by this window, which opens on the 
platform. Mr. Desmarals’ close cross­
questioning of Mr. Beaudry, the civil 
engineer, as to the measurements of 
the passage way and Its immediate 
locality leads to this belief.

411.» Sauve. Evidence
Miss Sauve, the woman who was 

seen In the vicinity on the day of the 
murder, was on the stand all day. She 
did not Impress those who heard her 
very favorably to her own advantage. 
She denied any Intimacy with the ac­
cused and said that she had only gone 
out with him once and that was to 
a nearby drug store. She had not ac­
companied him to Sohmer Park, but' 
had gone with his brother. After de­
scribing at length how she called at 
the house on the day of the murder 
and found the front door locked and 
'had gone round to the back and rap­
ped without receiving any reply, she 
said that she had called 'again at 3 
o’clock and found It still locked. She 
met Mrs. Nantel and the latter enter­
ed the house by the rear, discovering 
the dead body. She had not heard the 
child crying.

To Mr. Desmarals, counsel for the 
defence, she denied that she had worn 
a blue dress with white spots on that 
day and that she had gone to the 
woodshed. She wore a light blue dress 
with pink spots. Mrs. Demers 
much stouter than witness. The Crown 
had evidently Intended to prove that 
It was Miss Sauve who had been seen 
going to the woodshed on the day of 
the murder at 1 o’clock and not Mrs. 
Demers. Their contention Is that she 
was dead long before that hour.

Ilenirrs* <’ul Huger
Madame Nantel, the washerwoman 

who found the body, was on the stand 
all afternoon. The Important point In 
her evidence was that on the first oc­
casion she washed at Demers’ house 
he was at home with a wounded fin­
ger, and the defence rely on this to 
account for blood stains on his cloth­
ing.

This meet­
ing expresses Its regret that such un­
truthful reports, which are calculated 
to work such serious Injury to the 
cheese makers of the coutry, should 
have been circulated, and hereby re­
quest that copies of this resolution 
be transmitted to the Minister of Ag­
riculture at Ottawa, and to the High 
Commissioner at London, and to the 
Dairy Commissioner for Canada.

The Sheep Stock Breeders’ Associa­
tion met in the tent of the Superinten­
dent of Farmers' Institutes. Mr. 
John Jackson presided, and there was 
a good attendance, comprising many of 
the prominent breeders. The consti­
tution and bylaws were revised in ac­
cordance with the Agriculture and Arts 
Act. Mr. John J. Hobson, Guelph, 
and Mr. J ,C. Snell, Edmonton, were 
elected the Record Committee.

A meeting of the Swine Breeders’ 
Association was also held. Mr. Dan­
iel De Courcey presided and there was 
a representative attendance, including 
all the prominent breeders of the pro­
vince. The constitution and bylaws 
were revised so as to conform with the 
new Agriculture and Arts Act. Mr. 
Joseph Brethour, Burford, and Mr. 
Joseph Featherston, M.P., Streetsvllle, 
were elected to the Record Committee.

The Board of Directors of the On­
tario Poultry Association met, with 
President Henry White of Port Hope 
In the chair and Richard Oke of Lon­
don as acting secretary. It was de­
cided that the annual show should be 
held in Port Hope Jan. 13-17. Several 
new varieties were added to the list, 
and It was arranged to put In new 
wire coops at the expense of the De­
partment of Agriculture.

Among the guests at the official 
luncheon was Grand President Mal­
lory of the Patrons, but speeches were 
dispensed with. The chief officers of 
many of the secret societies , who 
have tents on the ground were at the 
show yesterday as well.
