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GILBERT'S LANE, HOP HTThe Flower Garden.

The American Garden has the follow­
ing communication on the cultivation 
of Annuals, which will interest many 
of our readers :

* One of the secrets of success in 
growing annuals well is to have the 
bed put in proper shape to begin with. 
No amount of attention given later will 
make up for what should be done in 
the outset. It is useless to sow the 
minute seeds of plants in beds which 
are only partially pulverized, and 
expect many of them to germinate. 
You cannot make the soil too mellow. 
In the first place spade up your garden 
plot to a depth of at least eighteen 
inches. Spade it, if possible, on a warm 
and sunshiny day, and let the block of 
■lOil fegl
The evaporation of unnecessary mois­
ture will be rapid. In a day or two you 
can take a hoe and break all these 
chunks of earth apart easily. Then use 
a long-toothed garden rake to reduce 
the soil to as fine a condition as pos­
sible. It is supposed that whatever 
manure you have to five your beds, 
will be spaded in before you are ready 
to sow your sends.

4 If your seeds are sown in the beds 
Lake care not to cover them too deeply. 
Such seeds as those of the Petunia and 
Portulaca require but scant covering, 
f generally take a thin board and press 
it lightly over the surface of the bed 
where I am about to sow seed. Then I 
sprinkle the seed upon the ground, and 
sift earth over it. After doing this, I 
use the thin board to press the sifted 
earth down. In this way I seldom fail 
of getting about the right amount of 
covering for the seeds I sow.'

4 If I desire early flowers. I start the 
plants in pots or boxes in the window. 
You will find it a good plan, if you 
st art seeds in the house every spring 
to prepare soil to till these pots and 
boxes in the fall. Put in the cellar for 
'.Be when needed. If you do not do 
this, you will generally find it difficult 
to get just what you want as early in 
the spring as you will need it.

1 In starting plants in the house, you 
must pay attention to three things, 
water, air and warmth. You must be 
careful not to give enough water and 
warmth to stimulate a too rapid 
growth. Most living'.rooma are very 
warm, and there is generally too 
little air, especially fresh air to enable 
• he plants to grow healthily. There is 
too much of the hot house temperature 
aboutit. Give just enough water to 
keep the soil moist, and all the fresh 
iir you can. You cannot give too 
much. Keep the boxes in a sunny 
window, as far from the stove as pos 
-.ible. In this way you can raise healthy 
robust plants. If you do not exorcise 
lue care about watering and giving 
fresh air, you will have spindling seed­
lings, and when you come to set them 
in the ground, they will sutler so that 
you will not be likely to have any 
ilowers from them any earlier than you 
would from seeds sown in open ground. 
Set the pots or boxes out on the ver 
anda during the warm hours of every 
<lay, to accustom the plants to the 
change from indoor to outdoor. Seieoi 
a damp, cloudy day for transplanting 
If the sun comes out, shade your plants 
from its effects by sticking up a shingle 
or by covering with a piece of paper. 
Plants set out on the morning of a 
dull day will seldom wilt.*

1. Never under any circumstance? 
pour a pail of milk into your can before 
straining. One pail of unstrained milk 
may spoil a whole can, and one can of 
impure milk will certainly injure all 
milk or cream with which it comes in 
contact. In the name of decency, we 
beg of every patron to be particular 
about milking and properly straining 
his milk.

2. Cans containing milk should never 
be kept in a ovIking barn during the 
night. The scent of the stable (how­
ever well kept) will injure the milk 
and spoil the nice flavor fresh butter 
should have. An open shed a little 
distance from your barn, your wood­
shed or your kitchen, is the only pro­
per place for keeping milk overnight.

SUGGESTIONS.

1. Insist that your milking be done 
in a cleanly manner. Too much pains 
cannot be taken in this particular. 
Carelessness here will entail a great 
loss on the manufacturer and insult the 
consumer.

2. Bed ypur cows with sawdust, if 
possible; it will keep your cows clean* 
and the stable sweet.

3. Do not, under any circumstances, 
leave your pails and strainer at the 
barn overnight. Please carry them to 
to the house and insist that they be 
properly washed both morning and 
evening. Much depends on this.

4. Use only tin pails for milking.
5. The tin strainer pails are the beet 

for straining milk. Some dairymen 
use strainer pails and also a cloth 
stretched over the can—thus straining 
the milk twice. We advise the double 
straining of milk. It costs you but 
little trouble while it will greatly add 
to the value of the butter and cheese 
made from your milk.—Ex.

SPoor Man's Fruit Cake.—This cake 
is excellent as well as economical 
Take one and a half cups of brown eu 
gar, two cups of flour, one of butter 
nnd one of chopped raisins, three eggs, 
three tablespoons of sour milk, half a 
teaspoon of soda, half a cup of black 
berry jam. Mix the sugar, butter and 
eggs together first, then the flour and 
milk and fruit. Bake in a moderate 
oven.

Lemon Froth.—The yolks of four 
eggs, slowly beaten up with half a pint 
of hock over the fire, Juice and rind of 
a lemon, sugar to taste. Do not let it 
boil or it will curdle. Beat the whites 
of the eggs to a solid froth, add them to 
the sauce directly after it is taken of! 
the fire, and beat all together for five 
minutes. Half the quantity is suffi 
-cient for a smaller number.

Stewed Pears.—Cut a number of 
pears in halves, peel them and trim 
them so as to get them all of a size ; 
put them into an enameled saucepan 
with just enough water to cover them, 
and a good allowance of loaf sugar, the 
thin rind of a lemon, a few cloves, and 
sufficient prepared cochineal to give 
them a good color. Lot them stew 
gently until quite done. Strain the 
syrup, let it reduce on the fire, and 
when cold put it over the pears.

down the tree, finds a crevice in the 
bark and makes a cocoon. In ten or 
fifteen days another crop of moths 
issue, to restock the fruit with worms, 
which proceed in the same manner as 
before. The worms that come out of 
the fallen fruit, if the ground is clear 
of rubbish, go to the tree, crawl up the 
trunk and find a plaoe to spin. This 
last brood do not leave their cocoons 
until the following spring.

Anfcona Cowboys.

A GHAPU1C rurruRR of thk lazy and 
DKSFliUATB RUFFIANS.

The outlaws of Arizona, who have 
Keen the subjects of a proclamation by 
President Arthur, are known as rust 
ler«. They are the sanie breed, how 
ever, aa the cowboys of Colorado and 
Texas. Being further away from civi 
fixation, and in a country aingularl) 
we l adapted to business such as theirs 
they haw become habitually vicious. 
Wherever the cowboy may b« 
put, and under whatever circumstance 
he may be met, he will be found to b- 
the same animal, lazy, foul'mouthed, 
c eepernte, intemperate, full of swagge 
bravado, and careless as well of his own 
fife aud propel y us of those of other. 
He wears a buckskin suit, with a hat 
having a riin wide enough to cover hi- 
ears and nock and tuck in at the collai 
band. In his leather belt hang twe 
tine revolvers, generally self cockers, 
and in ono boot-leg, held in place by 
two slits in the leather, rests a knife oi 
m irderous pattern. The cowboy* 
i ftiige in age from eighteen Lo thirty 
The life which they lead is not cor; 
ducive to longevity, nnd it is therefore 
very rare that a genuine cowboy mort 
than thirty years of nge is found, ll 
one succeeds in dodging the bullets oi 
deputy sberitls and tho gibbet of Judge 
Lynch until that period is passed, be 
generally abandons that trade anil 
lakes to train and stage robbing as n 
profession.

The cowboys, who make their ap 
penrance occasionally at frontier town.*- 
in Nebraska, Kansas and Colorado, 
devote the greater part of their tim< 
to the cattle which they are employed 
to herd and in shipping season drivr 
them in the nearest desirable rail wax 
station. On the great ranches the) 
find no opportunity to indulge in their 
lawless propensities. They literally 
five among their cattle, faring but lit 
tie better than the brutes which they 
are hired guard. The little conking 
which is necessary they do themselves. 
They are their own tailors nnd doctors 
and once or twice a year, when neat 
a fine stream, if the weather is not toe 
cool, their solitary shirt is washed after 
a fashion. When the round ups occu*- 
and the great cattle drive is begun, the 
cowboy’s life begins to take on a dil 
ferent aspect. The drive is often long, 
end'alwnys dangerous and laborious. 
The boys are splendidly mounted, theii 
horses and saddles being, with th« 
exception of their revolvers, the pos­
sessions ir. which they take the most 
pride. They ride among the cattle ai 
imminent risk of being tramped to 
death, and at night sleep on th. 
ground. When the herd 1ms beer, 
delivered and the boys have partaken 
freely of frontier whiskey the trouble 
begins. If there is a danee»house near 
at hand they head for it, and signal­
ize their presence by attempting to 
“ shoot out” the candles or lamps, af- 
the case may be. As a rule, they are 
not disturbed in pastimes such as this. 
If lhey conclude before morning tr 
4 take the town,’ then war is declared 
and somebody will be killed.

The Arizona rustlers are simply 
northern cowboys on an unei.ding 
spree. They are wild men. No Apa­
che that ever lived had less regard for 
life than they. They pretend to pay 
some attention to cattle, but as that 
industry in Arizona is not yet a large 
one, there is not much in that line for 
t hem to do. Their occupation is pil - 
l ige and murder. They travel in small 
parties and rob everyone they meet. 
The other day a cowboy entered a 
little settlement and purchased a can 
of corned beef. Taking the meat and 
a keg of beer out into the road, he sat 
down on the keg and opened the can. 
When every thing was ready he called 
to a man, a stranger standing in fron4 
of the store, to come and help him to 
eat it. The man wns not hungry 
4 You’ve got to cat,’ came the com 
mand, accompanied by a movement of 
the hand, which rested on a revolver 
The stranger advanced slowly and par 
took of the meal, but his host seemed 
to enjoy the repast and the society o' 
his newly made acquaintance not a lit­
tle.

A cowboy entered a hotel dining* 
room, sat down opposite to a young 
man whom he addressed as a tender­
foot, and began to throw the dishes 
ond their contents on the floor. The 
young man endeavored to remonstrate 
with him. but before he could finish bin 
first sentence he was pierced by a bul 
let from the desperado’s revolver. 
Events like the above are of daily 
occurrence in Arizona .—Philadelphia 
Times.

— M. Toussant has shown experiment­
ally tho serious dangers of eating mea» 
m arly raw, as ia now so generally done. 
If tbtt-mcat Is unsound, the germs of dis­
ease must pass into the system. The 
most frequent and dangerous malady with 
which animals slaughtered for food are 
affected is consumption, and even if the 
animal is only slightly affected person* 
eating the uncooked meat are liable to 
infection. - Tho raw juice pressed from a 
slightly affected cow 's lung was used to 
inoculate rabbits and young pigs, and all 
the subjects died in u short time from the 
disease. He experimented with a portion 
of the juice which lmd been partially cook­
ed, aud the result was the same Thorough 
cooking of the meat at a temperature of 
150 or 160 degrees is recommend os a pre­
caution unsafe to neglect.
