MR. HOBART OF NEW JERSEY WAS CHOSEN
FOR VICE PRESIDENT AND ON THE FIRST
BALLOT.

St. Louis, June 21.—Mr. William Me-
Kinley was nominated to-day on a platform
of honest money and a protective tariff.
His associate on the ticket is Mr. Garrett A.
Hobart of New Jersey. The ticket was a
foregone conclusion, and has been anticipated
for weeks back. Major McKinley has held
the Republican party in his grip ever since
he was a practical candidate. Marc A.
Hanna, the Cleveland millionaire, who man-
aged his campaign, did so very cleverly, and
the result was that on the first ballot Mr.
McKinley had 657 votes, against 82} for
Reed, 62 for Morton, 624 for Quay, 34} for
Allison and one for Cameron. It was a
great trinmph for the principle of protection,
which was the sole issue for which the candi-
date appealed to the people.

The nomination had been so largely dis-
counted that there was a lack of that popu-
lar enthusiasm which would otherwise have
been made manifest, but the people did not

_neglect to show their approval, although in

a much quieter way than would have been
shown had the result not been well discount-
ed. It was so with the Vice-Presidential
nominations. The withdrawals of all the
New York names left the nomination practi-
cally with Mr. McKinley’s managers, and
Mr. Garrett A. Hobart of New Jersey was
the prime candidate. As the roll call pro-
gressed he was seen to be away in the lead,
and the result of the first ballot gave him
the nomination.

Spain Getting Ready.

IRONCLADS BEING SECURED IN CASE OF TROU-
BLE WITH UNITED STATES.

London, June 22.—A despatch to the
Daily Mail from Madrid says: *‘‘The plat-
form adopted in St. Louis causes great un-
easiness in Spain, and it is feared that a
conflict with the United States has now al-
most a fixed date» The government has has-
tened to buy two 14,000 ton iron clads at
Genoa, whose price' a few days ago was
thought to be excessive. A great part of
the loan of 100,000,000 placetas made by
Rothechilds or the Almiden quick silver mine
will probably be immediately applied to such
war ships as are for sale. The government,
responding to the undoubted national senti-
ment, aud trusting probably to the help of
other powers, seems resolved to restrict
American oppositions.”

Suddep Death at a Political Meeting.

The political meeting held at Toronto last
Friday was marred by a very sad event that
was concealed from the andience. Among
those announced to speak was Hon. John
Beverley Robinson. He arrived shortly be-
fore eight o'clock, and as Sir Charles Tupper
was proceeding to the stage, Robinson said
he would step into the ante room as he was
not feeling well. He had scarcely crossed
the threshold before he reeled into the arms
of a friend, and died instantly, of heart dis-
ease, Robinson, who was 75 years of age,
was a son of the late Sir Lukin Robinson.
He was mayor of Toronto, representing the
city in the Dominion parliament, and was
lieutenant-governor of Ontario for two terms.
He was one of the most popular men in the
city.

Alarming News—If True.

London, June 2l.—Concurrent advices
from Cape Town are to the effect that the
whole of Mashonland is in insurrection.
Troops have been hurriedly shipped at Caj
Town to go by way of Beire to relieve !.E:
British. Throughout Rhodesia the British
only hold the territory within a mile of the
forts. Settlers everywhere are being mur-
dered by Matabeles. Troops already in the
country find great difficulty in conducting
operations owing to the deficiency of food
and horses. . A long angd desultory guerrilla
warfare is certain, which will involve an ex-
penditure of funds from the imperial ex-
chequer and the consequent abolition of the
charter of the British South Africa company.

Cowboy Life in New Mexice,

LETTER No. l.

(From the Pen of C. W. Ward.)

On no part of the continent can the cow-
boy, in these days of his degeneuog, be seen
to better advantage than upon the broad
mesas and among the wide valleys and moun-
tain slopes of New Mexico. Here vast herds
of wild cattle roam at will, uncared for by
wan; but during the summer months all the
cartle of each section are gathered together
into one immense round-up, and then hegins
the cow-puncher’s work.

Of the way in which his winter’s are spent
very often the less said the better, although
many engage in honest and sober work. As
soon as the spring opens the cowboy hastens
to hire himself to one of the large cattle own-
ers for the season, for once having had a
taste of this wild, free, outdoor life, he will
content himself with no other occupation.

When we consider the many disagreeable
features, JMie exposure to pitiless heat or
biting cold, riding all day, or sleeping on the

round all night in pouring rain, working

rom sixteen to twenty-three hours a day,
the strong liking which the cowboy invari-
ably has for hiswork seems remarkable. But
to this roving son of the adventurous Saxon,
who in all ages has loved danger when it
took him out of doors, the exhilirating sweep
of his fleet, iron-sinewed mustang, over pre-
cipitous sidehills, through forest and thicket,
over fallen trees and boulders, through
marshes and swollen streams, after cattle as
swift and wild as the deer among which they
have fed, is entrancing. It fires his blood as
did the tournaments of old, that of his an-
cestors. The dangerous excitement of buck-
ing bronchos, and the clashing horns of stam-
feding herds, not to miention occasional war-
ike encounters in which he must defend his
life from the pisatol shots of some skilful en-
emy, add only zest to the occupation of this
leather-mailed knight of the nineteenth cen-
tury. He is a stranger to fear, able to cheer-
fully bear any bardship, independent as an
absolute king, quarrelsome (perhaps it must
be admitted,) but withal. generous, even to
his foes, and entirely disinterested towards
his friends.

The dress-and equipments of the cowboy
are as peculiar as they are necessary to him-
self. He has borrowed much from the Mex-
ican, whom he has well nigh driven from the
ranges. The broad-brimmed, heavysombrero
of light colored felt, which protects from
wind and rain and sun, the long lariat which
he manipulates so skilfully, the long-rowelled
spurs, which will not break the skin or catch
in the girth as do those of the small wheeled
English pattern, the cruel curb bit, the pon-
derous saddle, with its high horn, manifold
straps, and laced fastenings which must be
able to stand the strain of 800 pounds of
plunging beef, the leather chapparajas and
even the name, vaquero, which has been
translated cow-boy, have been appropriated
by the American from his less fortunate
brother, in spite of the mutual hatred which
exists.

Picturesque as the cow-boy in full regalia
looks, nothing is added for show; every part
of his equipment is of the utmost use. The
boots, into which the leggins are thrust,
must be high-heeled and reach to the. knee,
that the foot may never catch in the narrow
stirrup, or the ankle or leg be bruised by
contact; the murderous looking knife and
revolver find their use only too often. The
awkward looking chapparajos (chaps for
short,) are indispensible where one must
ride through mile upon mile of thorny mes-
quite and tarnillo and Spanish dagger, each
bush armed with formidable spikes which
lv_vo‘lx)ld fearfully mangle the unprotected
imb.

Each cow-boy is allowed a half-dozen or
more horses, and he usually changes his
mount once during each day. The horses of
the western plains are well worth more than
a passing glance. They are descended from
the stock which the early Spanish settlers
turned free upon the plains of Mexico. For
centuries they have led a precarious life, of-
ten during the dry season parching with
thirst and gnawing the leaves of the scrub
oak and the scantiest of herbage, roaming
wild in large droves over the well-nigh bar-
ren mesas. Natarally, only the hardiest
survived, and these were reduced in size and
have lost much of their original beauty; but
they are as tough as the granite rocks over
which they roamed, and accustomed to de-
fend themselves against attack, they resisted
vigorously and long, the claim of man to be
their master. The vicious nature of the
western mustang has not died out. The
young foals are allowed to roam at will over
the plains, knowing flothing of the dominion,
and feeling nothing of the superiority of the
all controling biped, until they are old
enough to break to the saddle. They are
then run down, and caught by the lasso,
their legs tied, while saddle and bridle are
forced upon them; then when the fettersare
removed a broncho breaker springs into the
saddle and the frightened animal is allowed
to do his worst. Small wonder that he
strikes and rears and plunges, perhaps throw-
ing himself on the ground in his efforts to
rid himself of his unwelcome compaunion.
Bat all such antics are as child’s play to the
real defense of the plains bred horse concern-
ing which I will have more tosay in my next
letter.

Horseless Carriages.

A RACE BETWEEN DIFFERENT MAKES AT NEW
; i YORK. *

New York, June 13 —S8ix horseless car-
riages were started from the post office on
the way to King's bridge, where they be-
gan a race to the Arsley county club house
at Irvington, 13 miles and return, for priges
aggregating $3,000, at 1.50 to-day. Four of
the horseless carriages belonged to the Dur-
yea Motor Company, of Springfield, Mass.
One was invented by -C. W. Croch, of the
Fredonia Manufacturing Company, and is
owned by Dr. (Carlos Booth, of Georgetown,
Ohio, and was made in Paris. The judges
were (Gen. Nelson A. Miles, Chauncey
M. Depew, Frank Thompson, vice-president
of the Pennsylvania Railroad, Gen. Wm. P.
Craig and John Jacob Astor. At thirteen
minutes past seven this evening the first of
the carriages returned to the starting point.

It was one of the Duryea wagons. There
was a large crowd in waiting as the vehicle
came down Broadway at a smart rate of
speed and turned into Mail street, north of
the post office building. The victor stopped
and remained there nearly a quarter of an
hour. The second horseless wagon to arrive
was also a Duryea.

Affairs at Cuba.

In Cuba a battle of forty-two hours dura-
tion was fought recently at Najasa. Accord-
ing to a Havana report a rebel force of 5000
under Gomez tried a manceuvre, intended to
make the Spanish troops retreat from the
plains of Saratoga, but failed. The report
eays that the rebe] loss is 500 and that of
the troops slight.

The climatic eondition of Cuba will for a
few months be exceedingly trying upon the
Spanish troops. Alreagy considerable dis-
ease prevails. The Cubans on the other
hand, being thoroughly climatized, do not
suffer to any appreciable extent.

From all parts of the island generals and
other officers are flocking to Havana. Some
think that this is in response to a call from
Weyler to make an organized attack on
Macco, others that they are after money to
pay the troops who have not received any-
thing since February. Spain is in rather a
precarious position, not being able to pro-
vide sufficient funds without considerable
trouble.

¥ankees Pay Indemnities.

The United States Government performed
an act of justice on Saturday under its treaty
provisions in paying some indemnities for
injuries done to subjects of foreign nations
by Ameriocan citigens. Secretary Olney gave
to Baron Fava, the Italian Ambassador, a
cbegue for $10,000, to be turned over to the
families of the four Italians who were killed
by a mob at Walsenburg, Col., last year,
and Sir Julian Pauncefote, the British Am-
bassador, was given a cheque for $1800 for
the relief of the Dawson family, British sub-
jects, who were badly handled in Nebraska,
and $1,000 for one Bain, the purser of the
English ship, who was shot in the leg during
the levee riots in New Orleans last autumn,
