' —The Dominion Alliance is taking & step
that will make an effective temperance vote,
independent of politics, and, it is not too
much to say, that, if the plan they have
formulated meets with the general oo-oper\
tion of the temperance people, a parliament!
of prohibitionists may readily be secured.
When the temperance people in every con
stituency in the Dominion are content to
regard party politics as of less importance
than a prohibitory law, and place themselves
on record as ready to support oaly such
parliamentary candidates as will use their
influence to effect the passage of such a
measure, then their real strength will receive
the pecognition it deserves. There is little
strengtir in the temperance vote as it is now
polled in our provincial and federal eleotions,
but once it is properly directed it is nnﬁiuie&

o control any parliament. When tempe
dnce leaders work as actively for their caus:
as political leaders do for their parties, then
& triumph will be scored for prohibition. It
the plan projected by the Alliance, of obtain
ing promises to vote only for candidates
pledged to support prohibition, meets with a
hearty response from the temperance people,
the next parliament wili contain such e
number of prohibitionists that the passage
of a prohibitory law will be a comparatively
easy matter. The plan proposed by the
Alliance constitutes the easiest practical
solution of the problem that has yet been
sdvanced.

—British arms in South Africa have suf:
fered another serious reverse. White, Me-
thuen, and Gatacre, experienced soldiers and

idered capable ders, bave been
repulsed in their attacks on the Boer in-
trenchments, and each division has lost
heavily, without gaining any apparent ad-
vantage. The British people waited anx-
jously for Buller to strike and turn the tide.
Buller has struck, and his repulse is the most
disastrous of the campaign. The story is
told in our news columns. These reverses
will increase the number of Britain's foes,
as the Cape Datch are now being influenced
to throw in their lot with their brethren of
the Transvaal and the Orange Free State,
and if Cape Colony becomes a general re-
cruiting ground for the Boer army, Great
Britain will have to subdue the united Dutch
of South Africa instead of the Boers of the
Transvaal. That she is preparing to do this
cannot be doubted from the orders that have
been issued from the War Office this week,
and it is also evident that other contingencies
are being provided for. It would appear,
that the ministry have no longer the same
confidence in the security of the-empijre from
outside attack, that found expressiot in the
early stages of the war, and to-day- practi
cally the full strength of the army and:navy
in the Island Kingdom is being gathered for
an emergency. i X

—1In the appointment of Lord Roberts, of
Kmduhu‘, to supreme command iu South
:A.friu. with Liord Kitchener, 6f Khartoum,
as his chief of staff, the War Office has made
two of the most popular appointménis it was
possible to make. Lord ‘“Bobs” is the
darling of the army, and thougl sixty-eight
years of age, be is still every inch = soldier,
and his seléction for the command he now
holds is evidence that he is regarded as the
greatest British general of the day. Lord
Kitchener, by bis conduct of the Soudan
-campaign, proved himself to be a brave,
carefal and resourceful leader, and he is
scarcely lees popular with the ranks than
Roberts. It ie to these men that the British
people now look to retrieve the fortunes of
the army in Africa, and the feeling is very
general that they are the proper wen for the
mission.

~Canada is now called upon to furnish a
second contingent of volunteers for the South
African service, and the new regiment will be
qul;zkly raised, judging from the way in which
volanteers are jumbling over each other in
their haste to enlist. The war news has
stirred the Canadian people wonderfully, and
a.score of regiments could readily be raised
in the service of the Empire. The colonies

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‘Will Boer Resistance Collapse ?

(From the London Spectator.)

Unless we are mistaken, it was Grant who
even at the moment of the greatest triumphs
of the South declared that the South was
like an empty eggehell. It looked very
round-and solid, but all its strength was on
the outside. Once pierce it, and it would
collapée, for there was nothing left inside.
It is so with the Boers. With splendid
pluck and energy they have placed their
whole armed force on their frontiers, or,
rather, on our territory, and for the moment
they are doing great things. When once,
however, our grasp begins to close in on the
eggshell, it will collapse. Tho force which
makes 8o great a show has nothing to rest
mpon but emptiness. When the Boer col

| lapse comes, it will be as quick and complete
as have been the Boer achievements in the
first weeks of the war. But though this is
our firm belief, we do not think that the
icollapse will come at once. It will certainly
$ ¥be many months, perhaps & yoar, before we
"f)ier"ca the shell, and it may be, and, indeed,
iwe think it probable, that there are in store
for us defeats and anxieties more and worse
than shy we have yet experienced. All we
“gesire to insist on is that the collapse will
wome, and that when it does it will be ex
fremely sudden and complete.

Annapolis
county shippers are oftered a big advantage of

fax or St. Jobn routes. These steamers are
all properly veniilated and designed for
fruit carriers; there is no danger of damage
to fruit from heating cargo.

—The inadequacy of our mail service in
some districts is illustrated in the case of
Luke Pleasant in this county, where the
people have to make a trip of six miles to
get their mail from the post office at Spring-
field station. The district population is suf-
ficiently large to make it deserving of better
mail facilities, and we hope the agitation for
a mail route that is now gathering head
will induce the government to grant the
people the convenience they ask for. - Clar-
ence is another section in which the mail
facilities are bitterly complained of.

—Chief Justice MacDonald has fyled
judgment, in the suit of T. Troop Messenger
against the Town of Bridgetown, in favor of
the defendsnt with costs. This was an
action brought to recover damages of $2000
for ipjuries sustained by plaintiff, who
claimed he was thrown from his carriage
and injured by driving over an obstruction
in the street, The Chief Justice held that
the obstruction, if any, was not a dangerous
one, and that the accident was caused by
contribautory negligence on the part of the
plaintiff.
