be sacrificed ; save yourself if you can; I will be the vic-
tim, and may fortunately receive a death-blow in the
conflict, and thus escape the disgrace of captivity.’ He
then rushed forth amongst the Sioux, shot one, and with
his knife wounded several before he was dispatched. His
brother, availing himself of the diverted attention of the
enemy, effected his escape, but the squaw was burned to
death.” ‘
