During a recent tour, we visited the Cloth Milis of
Messrs. Robert and Alexander Fraser. Rocklin, Mid-
dle River, Pictou, N. 8,

Mr. Robert Fraser has his apparatus driven by

twater, with a double Laffet turbine wheel. The
building consists of three stories where the machinery
for manufacturing cloth is substantially placed.
The different machines used for Carding, Spinning
and Weaving are of the latest and most improvel
styles. .

Several varieties of cloth, of excellent quality, are
manufactured here, such as plain and fancy tweeds,
-unions and homespuns, in dark grey, navy blue and
alt shades of color.

Mr. Alexander Fraser attends to the Fulling,
Dying and Finishing departments. He has also a
large double carding machine, made by Robert
Blair, Kilmarnock, Scotland, which is said to be
superior to anything of this kind in the country.

On the 14th October, 1847, the first web was fulled,
on the-premises, by these gentlemen, and since that
time the establishment has been in active operation
