Prospects appeared favorable, and they
are now putting up quite a quantity of mince
meat for this season's trade. The meat is put
up in 25 pound pails, and is sold to the tradeat
12¢ per pound. The house-wife may now have
her miace pies, without goinz to the labor of
prepariog the mince.
