“ 3. Persons who produce certificates satisfactory to the
Superinteudent of Education, of graduation at
Training or Normal School outside of the Province.

II. Other Persons will be admitted who, besides satisfyingi
conditions to follow, shall pay vhen admission is applied for fees,
at the following rates: For Grade A, $5; Grade B, $3: Grades O
and D, each $2. These Candidates shall be known for the purposes:
of Examination as Class 4. '

CONDITIONS REQUIRED OF ALL CANDIDATES. :

Each candidate shall forward to the Inspector of the District
(not to a deputy Examiner other than Jnspector) not later than!
June tenth, an application for admission to the examination, in the
form furnished in the sequel. This application shall be accom- |
panied with certificates, bearing date within three months of timne of |
application, signed by a Minister of Religion, or by two of Her |
Majest’f’s Justices of the Peace, to the effect: |

1. That the Candidate applying for First Class License (Grade
B) is, if & male, of the full age of 18 years; if a female, of the tull -
age of 17 years.

2. That the Candidates applying for Second cr Third Class,
Licenss (Grade C or D) is. if & male, of full age of 17 years; of
8 female, of the full age of 16 yenrs. '

3. That the Candidate is & person of good moral character.

Note, Cundicates will be considered as_fulfiling the conditions .
of age above required who shall reach the limits specified according
to grade and sex by the day on which the next ensning Annual
Examination shall begin—this year, July 16th— T/e regulations
regarding age are passed for the protection of public interests, and no.
official of the Educatioral Service has any authority to entertain
applications for waiving them to meet the wish of imdividuals. '

ADDITIONAL. {

1. Each Inspector shall forward, not later than June twenty-fiftk,
to the Superintendent of Education, & list of the applications!
received, on a form to be supplied from the Education Office,!
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trangmitting therewith all connected certificates, vouchers and
moneys, having duly classified and checked the same in the form
aforesaid.

2. Each Candidate whose application ia regular, shall receive
from the Superintendent of Fducation, through the [uepector, u
certificate of adwmis<ion to the Iixaminrtion at lenst one week
before Examination beging; and a list of sach candidutes shall be
furnished to each Tuspector. Candidates may enter in their apph-
cation such Stution us best suits their convenience, but in respect
to theso counties which have bad two exawmination Stationy, the
right is reserved of confining the Lxamination to the Central
Station in charge of the Inspector, if expediency shall so dictate ; in
which case due notice of the change will be given 10 all concerned.

8. Candidates in actual attendance st the Normal School
during term preceding Jixamination are not required to make
individual application. Instead, the Principal of the Normal
School shall make a general application in their behalf, clearly
stating al' required particulars, collecting fees from thuse nout
exompted as included in Classes 1 and 2, and statjng that he is in

ssession of required certificates of age and good moral character.

4. DBoth Cundidates and Inspectors are given to understand that
the dates above specificd are to be strictly observed. The latter
officers are not to recvive applicatione after date. Candidates nre
in no case te be admitted without the certincate of admission
above referred to.
