THE DEPLETION QF THE
COUNTRY

The repatriatien of Frenchmen  now
voing on with the sanetion and support
of tlu» Giovernment forces us to revert to
a reflection which we have often made
that suflicient attention is not paid by our
authorities to the serious, the vital losses
which the country sustains from the eons
tinuous emigration to the United States
of the flower of our vouth and maunhond,
We are -aware that this deplorable emi-
gration isalmost contined to the Provinee
of Quebee, and that cousequently the
