Advices from
drimsby and Mt, Catharines State that large
quantities of rall fruit will be sent forward from
those distriets during the present season, and
that the winter fruit will be much superlor to
last year’s growth. Reports from the orchards
between Coboury, Toronto and Hamlilton also
betoken a gooa yteld, Shipmentsofappleshave
already been made from this city to Liverpool,
about t0 bris leaving on last. week's steamers,
bLelng the earliest exports of the mew crop on
record, Last year the first consignment left
here about the beginning of SBeptemuer, costing
$1.80 per bbl. on this market, and on arrival in
Liverpool they fetched 33s to 358 per bb!., netting
srhippers a. han.some profit. ‘1he guins on the
first arrivals in England last year have induced
shippersto forward their fall fruit thus early,
and the chances are that if they land In goad
condition they will strike a good market, latest
advices from Llverpool reporting very small
supglles. Abour £40 bbls. were shipped to Kng-
land from New York last week. The market
here contlnues steady, and owing to tight sup-

lies at the moment, Jmces are firm at $2.25 to
$2.75 per bbl for good to choifce frult Single
barrels of cholce Astracans have sold at higher
figures. About 700 barrels which should have
arrived here this morning by boat were left be-
hind.

FARMERS’ MARKET PRICES.

In such excellent harvest weather most of the
farmers fina it more profitable to be engaged on
thelr farms saving their grain and putting it in-
to barns, rather than 1n bringing it to the
market. The market gardencrs, however. are
regular atlendants, and 50 far as they are able
make up for the small amount of produce
brought by farmers. .The price of grain con-
tinues unchanged, and the same may be said
of most kinds of roots and vegetables, except
potatoes, which, owing to the diminished sup-
ply, have advanced 1n price. The cabbages
shown are of very flnequallty, and have become
s0 cheap that they are being bought in
considerable quantities to ship to other
markets upand down the river. Cucumbers
are still offered In considerable quantities,
but are difficult to_sell ; melons are petting

moroe plentiful and lower in price. The
fruit market {s abundantly su %lled with
apples, pears, peaches, plums, an lueberrles,

the latier being of very fine quallty and un-
ususally low-priced. Tomatoes also have be-
come very plentiful and cheap; & lew rasp-
berries, blackberries and a considerable quan.
tity of chokeccherries are sold at moderate
figures, Very litlle poultry of any kind were
offered, and prices are without change ; eggsare
more plentitul and slightly lower in price; but-
ter Intubs was very scarce, probably not over a
dozen tubs of butter were brought to the market
to-day by fuarmers; pricesare higher; print but-
ter wasd in falr supply at firmer rates. The
suppl of hay has been very light for some days
past, and prices are higher.

Oak of prime quality,
is wanted, and advanced prices are demanded,
though few fresh parcels have yvet been sold.
Elm maintaing its value, but the demand is
small and the stock moderate. Ash,of prime
quallity, is wanted, but there have been norecent
saleg, nearly vhe whole of the stock having just
arrived. Plne Denls are In steady demand, and
for good quality and specifications full prices
are obtalned, ‘Puncheon staves are in fair de-
mand, at full prices, but there 18 no enquiry for
Pipe, even at. low prices.—Farnworth & Jardin’s
Circular, Auf. 5th.

FEED WIIOLE CORN.—Upe fruitfu! source of
colic In horses is cracked corn. If corn istobe
fed use whole corn; it is more likely to be per-
fect!y masticated than crackedcorn, and itsim-
prriect mastication caunses the colic. Itisalso
unwise to feed grain to a hungry horse, for
then g large Froporl.lon Is very apt 10 be swal-
lowed without being properly masticated. This
chn be seen in their voldings. Always let the
edge of a horse’s hunger be taken off wita a
feed of hay before feeding grain. Half an hour
extra spentin feeding, when on the road, will
bring you home half an hour earlier at night—
Kunsas Farmer.

The Delawaie perch crop this season will, it
is estimated, reach 4,000,000 baskets, and the
growers will make a profit of over $1,501,000.
The crop for 1875, which wae the largest ever
known, reached 7,000,000 baskets, The crop this
season isconfined to the kelt of territory betweer
the two bays, and boundedon the South by
North Murderkill Hundred in Delawnare, and
the Northern part of Queen Anune’s county and
Cectl county, Marylana, and Pencader and Licn
Hundreds in Delaware on the North. Besldes
the 4,000,000 baskets that will find tonelr way to
market, about thirty per cent. of the fruit will
be consumed athome by the drying establish-
ments and canning factorles, more than was
consumed last year. The home consumption
will be at least 550,000 baskets,

It 1s often the case when a helfer has her first
calf, says the Indiana Farncr. that the farmer
thinks she will not give more milk than will
keep her calf in good condition, and lets them
run togetherto teach her the mystery of belng
milked when she bas her next calf. In thisde-
cislon there are two mistakes that go far to
gpoil the cow for future usefulness. Cows are
largely the creatures of habit.and with their
first calf everything is new and strange to them,
end they readily submit to being milked and
think itis all right; but sufter them to run with
the calf the first season and a vicious habit Is es~
tablisbed, that they will hardly forget in a life-
time, If they ever submit to being mlilked
quietly it isevidently under protest. But there
is a greater objection than this. The calf run-
ning with the cow drawa the mlilk every hour
ortwo, s0 that the milk vessels are at no time
dlaten&ed with milk, tbougb the quantity se-
creted at 8 given time may be large, But thisis
the natural time to distend the milk ducts and
expand the udder to & good capacity for holding
milk. When, with her next calf, you require
the milk to be retained twelve hours, the udder
becomes hard and painfu], and the milk leaks
from the teats, or, more hkely, natore accom-
modates the quantity of mllkc secreted to the
capacity to retain 1t; and the cow becomes per-

manent]y & small milker, Much of the future
character of a cow, therefore, dependa on her

treatment with her first calf,
