The police regard Slanghter as the most

the D'nited States. He is a selt-educal-
el man and speaks several languages.
and is rapid in his support of socialist
ductrines. Slaughter arrived here several
muonths ago and svon developed into a
reander, and since then he has victually
heen the prime mover in all the schemes
coucocted by the Anarchists inthetown.
Notwithstanding their reticence vegavd-
ine the details of the conspiracy they
nave unearthed, the police display uo
hesitation in giving o history of Shanght-
er.

Sinee Juiy
fast he has been employed ina fonndry,
When his lodgings were searched the
vulive found an imnense assortment of

~scioty for the wrongs which  they
cuim Lo sufter. Amang the papers seized
was o cireudar which reads:  Fight or
starve. Weof the International Seerct
socicty appeal to onr fellow slaves to
buatr thiis mizery no longer. Tt s ery-
ing disuriee ous workers that we are
ctieh covands ats o hesitate te gake baek
the wenith ereated by our labor. e is
i coward only warihy of slavery who
Wiows bis wife, his ehildren and bhimself
adie of starvation in the midsg ol plen-
tve Js it possible that we are cowardly
that we wordd rathee die than fghts, 1t
is better Lo die lighting than starving, It
ix true thai onr masters organize foree
on their side, but we neeld not e
thieir forca.  With our weapons we can
have justice.  For every oneol us who
is doomed to death let a rich robber be
killed.”

Alderman John Harley Scott of Park-
view Terrace,} Cork, merchant, has been
appointed city high sheriff for 1892, for
that city.

The unevicted Olphert tenantry and
about twenty Innisboffin islanders, who
first. joined and since resolutely adhered
to the plan of campnign, have had from
four 10 five years’ judicial arrears com-
pletely wiped off up to November, 1801,
It is said this settlement is mainly due
to the centributions agreed to at the re-
cent cottaty Donega! Nationalist conven-
tion, bek at Letterkenny, to enable the
campaigners to sustain and prolong the

Tue heavy rainfall which prevailed last
week causcd considerable flooding of the
rivers mul streams thronghout the county
Dublin and Wicklow. Along the Fin-
elass rord all the low-lying land was sub-
merged. At Botanic avenue and Rich-
mond road the river covered the land for
acres, and the people living in the locality
were in danger of being tlooded in ‘their
houses. In the locality of the Dodder
and Poddle rivers the land was also
covered with water tor & considerable
extent.

Tecently tenants on the jands of Cro-
wheta, three miles from Mallow, were
cvicted. The landlords arc—Messrs.
Henry Peel Hewitt, 3 Cheviston Gardens,
Kensingion, London, and Thonas Robert
Hewitt, the Bank, Chislehurst. The evic-
tions were carried cut without any re-
sistance. Rev, Father Murphy of Bally-
clough iwas present throughout the
proceedings.

The tenauts were not allowed in as care-
takers. -

At the TUlster winter assizes, Monag-
han, Margaret Mingle, who pleaded
euilty to the manslaughter of Hugh Me-
Hugh at Monaghan Nov. 2, was put for-
ward to receive sentence. Mr. Justice
Andrews said he had given every aspect
of this painful case a great deal of con-
sideration. The deceased man used to-
ward the prisoner, in the presence of her
hushand and other persons, an expression
so very offensive and so unwarranteble
that 1t could not be too strongly cen-
sured. The unfortunate man exhibited
some sizns of intoxication, but his con-
duct was deserving of the strongest cen-
sure. His iordship could not. however,
exonerate the prisoner from n large share
of blame. The smallest sentence he
could impose would be one of twelve
months” imprisonment. He would not
add hard labor, in order that the health
of the prisoner, on which the health of
her young child depended, might be cou-
sulted in jail.

At the Ulster winter assizes, Ferma-
magh, Eliza Thompson was indicted for
the ntanslangnter of Arthuwr Thompson
at Dereyiin, county  Fermanugh, on
Aprit 200 The prisoner was the daugh-
ter-inaw of the decensed, who had for-
merly been pétty sessions clerk of Derry-
iin. He was nearly 80 years of age, and
had been denwurg o pensioit for some
vewrs, About the lirst week in April
Arthur Thompson disappeared [ram view
wnd was never scen again until his bady
was discovered in a hoie in the garden in
the fiest week in July. The body wus
weighted «own in the hole by pot lids
and » griddie, and was horribly charred
and nearly every bone in it broken, but
there was no doubt bot that the body
was  that of  the deceased,  Arthur
Thompson. From April 1 the prisoner
drew the pension, and 1o every inquirer
told untruths as to the whersibouts of
Arthur Thompson.  Subsequently she
told Distiict Inspector Fleury that the
old man had fallen in the tire and was
huarned to a cinder, and that she did not
think it any harm to conceal the budy
and draw the pension. "The jury found
ihe prisoner not guilty.

Connolly and MceGreevy
Trinl.

On Friday afternoon the grand jury at
Ottawa returned a true bill for conspir-
acy aguingt Thomas McGreevy and
Nicholas K. Connolly. Mr. A. Ferguson,
().C., on behalf of each of the scoused.
raised objections to the admission of the
cvidence taken by the Privileges and
Flections committee, which had been
used before the grand jury. He also ap-
plied for a postponement of the trial un-
1il next term, on the ground of the ab-
sonce of material witnesses, and submit-
ted an aftidavit from Mr. MeGreevy stat-
ing that Sir Hector Langevin and Mr.
T'erley, who are sick, and Messres, Pilking-
ton and Kinipple, who are in- England,
were material witnesses. His Lordship
said, with reference to the admission of
the cvidence taken before the Parlia-
mentary committee, that he feft very

strongly on that point and would not re-
it the case to another court for decision
on that ground. He, however, allowed
the application for postponement on the
ground of absence of material witnesses,
un the understanding that the defend-
ants must plead before the close of tho
present ferm.

A Grave Charge.

When told of the grave charge which
was Iaid against him Labelle said: “I
am innocent. But out of kindness for
my wife I may not have told all I knew.
Her people, the Flannigans, especially
her brother Patrick, are down on me.
But perhaps it is best that the whole af-
fair should be settled finally by the
court.” It will be reynembered that the

20 years of age, was found dead in her
bed nearly two weeksago, as noted in the
'TrUE WirNess. The ularm was given by

the coroner's jury returned s verdict that
the woman died from a dose of carbolic
acid, but how administered was not
known. The woman was found in o
nude_ state in her bed and her under-
clothing could not then be found. Since
the coroner’s inquest the clothes bave
been found, torn into shreds and be-
tween the detective and the family of
the decensed additional evidence was
procured, und finully Patrick Flannigan
swore out information which enabled
them vo arrest Labelle.

Explered by Mr. Ogllyie, D. L. &
Interesting Discoverles,- " .t

D. L.S,, recently completed six months
of travel through the Northwest:  of
Canada, An agcount of his labors is. -
given in the Edmonton Bulletin.

QOgilvie learned of the total destruction
of the few acres of grain sown at Fort
Providence by the H. B.Co. and the
Roman Catholic mission, by grase-
hovpers. Althougls the post is G} degrees |
north latitude these posts were almost as
numerous as they were in Manitoba in}
1873 and 1875. Nothing was left ol ‘the®
grain but the stub of the stalk. At Fort¥
Simpson the party left the Mackenzie
and prepared to ascend the Liard, which |

at  that point flows into the
Mackenzie from the south- The ascent

was begun on the 28th of August,
renched the mouth of the Nelson—{mark-
ect on the maps as the east branch of the
Liard). From this point forward little
was known of the route to be travelied.
Three Indiang, reburned from the sum-
mer’s hunt, were engaged to accompany
the party to Fort 8t. John, on the Peacc
River, about 101 miles due south from
T'ort Nelson. Before the start was made
a great snow storm which lasted three
days so loaded the tops of the trees with
soow and ice that they broke,and the
bank of the river was so thickly strewn
“{]ith the brok?n }tlopa and branchex; that
the progress of the party was greatly im-
pedded. The ascent was made by “track-
ing,” that is, one or two men walking
along the beach &nd ha.ulins the bont or
canoe by line. After four days the In-
dians, for some unknown reason, desert-
ed. This misfortune and the increasing
shallowness and the rapidity of the
stream made the party travel very slow-
ly and with great labor and hardship,
and it scson became apparentthat the
provisions would become exhausted be-
fore St. John could be reached. Mr. .
Ogilvie decided to abandon the river and
strike across country -for St. John, 93 :
miles distant, on foot. The ﬁreater part:
of the outfit was left bebhind, but each
man carried 70 pounds on his back. The
valley of the Nelson at this point is a . -
veritable canyon, with baaks from 1,300
to 1,600 feet high; in some places the..
bank js o perpendicular wall of sandstone
rock, and it is only where cyreeks join the
river it is possible to get out of the valley,
Nearly a whole day was occupied in get-
ting from the river to the plateau above. .
After fourteen days' hard work the party
reached St. John tired, hungry and rag-
ged. The jonrney down the Peace Riyer
was beset with bardships. A violent
snowstorm set in, the river was filled with
Ppieces of ice, and in the midst of the war
of elements Mr. Ogilvie on a raft drifted
helplessly down stream for 100 miles..
The TPeace, like other northern rivers, .
begins to lrecze very early, but the
strong cusrent breaks the ice from.the .
shores and carries it down stream until
it lodges in bends, shallows or bars. The
drifling ice accumulates until only. a
narrow channel s left in midstream.
This channel is filled with drifting ice,
and some frosty night the progress of the
drift is arrested for a moment and the
whole mass is frozen solid. M. Ogilvie
was much intereated in Shaftesbury Mis-
sion, near Pence River crossing, where
the Rev.J. G. Brick has & farmand an
Indian sehool. The crops of grain and
vegetables grown on the farm were ex-
cellent, and Mr. Ogilvie brought out.
samples of wheat, oats and barley which, .
it is eaid, will'compsre favorably: with
any grown in America. Mr, Brick, how:.
ever, has little success in his efforts to.
wean the Indians from the chase to agrix
culture. Fifteen orsixteen of the native.
children attended his school, some of
them attracted by free dinners. The
whole distance travelled by Mr. Ogilvie's.
party from the time of leaving Edmontan
was 2,500 miles, of which, 1,800 were
mude in cunoe.
