2.50 p.m. The Queen and The Duke of Edinburgh arrive 
at Sir John Franklin School, leave their auto-
mobile and proceed to a special platform. 

The Corrunissioner presents members of the 
Northwest Territories Council and their wives. 

The Mayor presents the City Council, leaders 
of community organizations and their wives, 
four Indian chiefs, and a small group of 
Eskimos and their wives. 

Fo llowing presentations, The Queen and The 
Duke of Edinburgh are asked to walk amongst 
groups of Veterans, Girl Guides and Boy 
Scouts. 

3.10 p.m. The Queen and The Duke of Edinburgh re-
enter their automobile and leave for C,on 
Mine.

3.15 p.m. Arrive at Con Mine.
