
7.8 The application must include a statement by an appropriately qualified
physician attesting to the necessity of the otherwise Prohibiled Substance
or Prohlbited Method in the treatmnent of the Athiete and describing why
an alternative, perrnitted inedication cannot, or could not, b. used in the
treatinent of this condition.

7.9 The dose, frequency, route and duration of administration of the
otherwise Prohibited Substance or Prohbfted Method in question must
be specified.

7.10 Decisions of the IULÇ,, should be completed within 30 days of receipt of
ail relevant documentation and wilI b. conveyed i writing to the Athiete
by the relevant Anti-Dopmng Organization. Wbere a TUE~ las been
granted to an Athiete in the. Anti-Doping Orgarnzation Registered
Testing Pool, the. Athlete and WADA will b. provided promptly with an
approval which includes information pertaining to the. duration of the
exemption and any conditions associated with the TUE.

7.11 (a) Upon receivlng a regnest by an Athiete for review, as specifled in
Article 4.4. of the Code, the AD UCwill, as specified in
Article 4.4of the Code, be abe torevrsea dcision ona U
granted by an Anti-Doping OrganL-at ion. The Athiete shal

provde o te EAA TF-Call the information for a TUE~ as
sbite nltialIy to the Anti-L)op>ng OIrg<nization acconipanied

by an application fe. Until the. review process lias been
conipleted, the. original decision remains in effect. The. process
should not tae. longer tlan 30 days foflowing receipt of the.
information by WADA.
