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international traffic as have the Canadian
Pacifie railway and the Grand Trunk rail.
way, but stops at Montreal. These other
eompanies have as many cars on the Ameri.
can lines as the American companies have
on theirs. Very kew American cars, how-
ever corne on the Intercolonial railway as
we are not an international road. When
the Grand Trunk railway and the Cana-
dian Pacific railway take a car over their
line, they keep it to themselves; whereas
we have a greater percentage of cars across
the line which it is impossible to get back
when we require them. They are kept by
the American railways and these railways
pay a certain amount per day as long as
they chose to keep them.

Mr. LENNOX. How much does a freight
car cost?

Mr. GRAHLAM. A freight car costs about
$ 1,100.

Mn. LENNOX. You get 25 cents a day
for its use.

Mr. GRAHAM. There is an arrangement
between ail the companies by which they
psy s0 much per day. 1 think it is 25 cents.

Mr. PRICE. Why not raîse the rate to
50 centsP

Mn. GRAHAM. We used to have a rate
of 50 cents, but the railway companies,
through their interchange bureau, reduced
the price.

Mr. PRICE. You had better change it.

Mn. GRAHAM. We cannot. Ail the
railways charge the same rate. Ail these
other railways retain as many foneign cars
for their own use as they send out of their
own over other lines, but the Intencolonial
raiiway is flot s0 situated as to be able to
do that. The American cars seldom corne
to us aithough ours go to them, so that in
this respect we are handicapped. We are,
however, making efforts to overcome that
difficulty and are buying additional roiling
stock this year. If my hon. friend wiii give
,specific cases, I shall try to remedy the
grievances compiained of, for 1 arn just
as anxious as he can possîbly be that the
best facilities shouid be affonded people to
do business with us.

Mr. REID (Grenville). I think there is
a good deal in what my hon. friend fnom
Quebec (Mr. Price) says. I had consider.
able confidence in the Minister of Raiiways'
abiiity to work out a new system, but only
yesterday or the day before he received a
letten which makes .me doubt whether he
has really been doing ail he could in the
interests of the Intercolonial railway. He
has the original letter in his department,
but 1 have here a copy which I propose to
read, and I would like hlm to tell me

whether he thinks, on reading that letter,
that he has been doing his duty:
