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States citizens who are serving in the Cana-
dian forces an opportunity to transfer to
United States forces. Can the minister tell
us anytbing about that?

Mr. RALSTON: That is part of the agree-
ment whieh hias been or is being concluded
between the United States and ourselves. The
parties who are coming here are coming for
the purpose of meeting, at various points
across Canada, United Statcs cîtizens in our
own services who have olecfed f0 go te the
Ujnited States, and arranging for their medical
examination and details with regard f0
transportation and se forth.

Mr. GREEN: How many mon in the Cana-
dian forces will bo affected?

Mr. RALSTON: No one bas any figures
on that se far as 1 knuw. I think I stated
some time ago-it was .lust a general stato-
ment and was not made in connection with
these negotiations-that there were from six
f0 seven thousand United States citizens in
the Canadian army. I also stated that includ-
ing staff pilots there were-I amn speaking
froin memory-at that time some 2.300 in the
Canadian air force. That was some time
ago, and I have no doubt that there are quite
a number more who have joined the air force
since.

Mr. BROOKS: Are not friendiy aliens in
Canada subject now f0 cali by their own
goverroments or by their governmenfs in exile
in othcer counfries?

Mr. RALSTON: Oh, yes, tbey are subjecf
to eail under their own iaws, but the Cana-
dian governrnent under international iaw does
not necessarily assisf in the enforcement of
those laws.

Mr. BROOKS: But tbey are notificd by
their own goverement?

Mr. RALSTON: Yes.

Mr. GRAYDON: At an earlier stage of
this debate I raised the question of casier
transportation facilities for the men on active
serv ice and suggested that the minister might
considcr calling together a smali comifitee
of inen in the ranks of the arme1 forces for
tbe purpose of advising in connection with
somte of the mat fers fo whicb I then referred.
If is along that line I wanf te say a word
furthcr to-nighf. 1 ama advised that in the
newly organized Unifed States army fliey have
a sysfemn whicb 1 bring te the attention of
the miinister with somce reluctance because
if is ixot likely fliat lie xxiii pay any more
attcntion to his civilian critics than w e are
justly cntitled to but I hope this example
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may not be overlooked in thle new disci-
pdinary arrangements wbicb the Canadian army
bas in mmnd. In an effort towards wbat is
regarded as the democratization of the United
States army, 3,000 questionnaires, eacb con-
taining 118 questions, have been sent to a
se ccfed number of men in the ranks. In other
xvords, these men have been asked te give
escntial opinions regarding several impor-
fant aspects of the army's work. One of these
questions asks liow the services of the man
in ftle armed for-ces mav he made more
efficient; another invites suiggesfions as to,
imiprovemient of thle ar-my in efficiency, dis-
c-iline and other respects. This approach to
tlie troops may be said te follow ouf in a
more comprehensive way the suggestion wbîch
1 originally made of a selcct committee con-
sisting of mcn in the ranks. Perhiaps the
reference of army maffers te the "man under-
nicatl' is nef se unorthodox a procedure as
upon its face if may seem to he. In tbe
formulation of future policies the minister
iniglt give some considerafion f0 this sug-
gestion xvhich comes fromn the United States
aimv itself. May I ask, wbetber the depart-
muent bias any plans in mmcl which would lead
te that objective?

Mr. RALSTON: As am matter of fact, we
biave in organization whicb xvas set up cern-
paratix ely recenfly; xve eal if a special services
ilireeforate. If deals withi just sucb matters
asinym lion. friend bias mentioned-shaîl I say,
nia:tters of morale; that is part of if, on
mnat tors both inside and outside the nrmy,
,,tggýestions either from civilians or from
.oldiers f0 improx-e the service of tbe
individual. te employ his capacities more use-
fully, and also for the improvemeaf of the
arnmy generally.

Mvr. GRAYDON: Has tbe maehinery actu-
alIy been set in operatiomi?

Mi. RALSTON: No.

Mr-. BROOKS: There bias hecm a question-
naire.

Mr. RALSTON: Wbien mny lion. friend says
'mncbiinery", ne questionnaires bave been sent
eut along tbe linos hie bias suggested, but other
steps haxe been taken to secure opinions and
viexv witbi regard te such matters.

Mr. HAZEN: I xvish te siibmit te the
mîinister one or fwo questions wbicb will net
fake long te ask but may take longer te
answer. Are the fourtb, sixtli, seventh and
eigbfb divisions up te strengtlî? Is eacb of
tbese divisions fully officered? Is eacb of
tbemn fully equipped? If any of fhcm are
nef fully up te sfrength, fully officorod or
