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the Ontario legislature as being inflationary
and, if so, can he assure the House that the
Prices and Incomes Commission will consider
them?

Mr. Speaker: The hon. member has made a

representation which will be taken into
account.

SOURCE OF REPORTS RECEIVED BY RCMP

Mr. Roch La Salle (Joliette): Mr. Speaker,
could the Minister of Justice tell us whether
the reports he received from the RCMP in
connection with the Company of Young
Canadians came only from Quebec or from
some other provinces?

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REQUEST FOR INVESTIGATION OF NICKEL
PRICE INCREASES

Mr. David Orlikow (Winnipeg North): I
should like to direct a question to the Minis-
ter of Consumer and Corporate Affairs. In
view of the increases of almost 25 per cent in
the price of nickel by two major producers in
Canada on the same day, will he ask the
anti-combines section of his department to
investigate whether there has been illegal col-
lusion on the part of these two companies?

Hon. Ron Basford (Minister of Consumer
and Corporate Affairs): Mr. Speaker, I think
the answer to that question is the one I gave
a moment ago. The director of research under
the Combines Investigation Act watches
specific price movements and if there is a
possibility of a breach of the act he has a
statutory duty to take proceedings.

Hon. Robert L. Stanfield (Leader of the
Opposition): A supplementary question for
the Minister of Consumer and Corporate
Affairs, Mr. Speaker. I should like to ask
whether he made any request to the nickel
producers to review their Canadian prices. In
view of the fact that sales to Canadian cus-
tomers represent only 4 per cent of their pro-
duction, and inasmuch as the matter appar-
ently has not been discussed with the
companies by the government, will the minis-
ter request the companies to review their
Canadian prices?

Mr. Basford: Mr. Speaker, a moment ago
the Leader of the Opposition seemed to object
to me making such requests of the oil compa-
nies, so I am rather hesitant to proceed along
that line.

Speaker, I would like to direct a supplemen-
tary question to the Minister of Consumer
and Corporate Affairs. In view of increased
