ing within federal guidelines for the settlement of that
dispute?

Hon. Gérard Pelletier (Secretary of State): Mr. Speaker,
I indicated on a number of occasions in the House that the
initiative and responsibility for the negotiations between
the CBC management and the union involved rest with
management. As to the so-called summit meeting that will
take place tomorrow, I should like to be able to take credit
for it, but I must leave that credit to the management of
the CBC, which initiated the meeting.

PORTION OF EXCHANGE FUND HELD IN
NON-TRANSFERABLE UNITED STATES SECURITIES

Hon. Marcel Lambert (Edmonton West): Mr. Speaker,
my question is for the Minister of Finance. As part of the
price in 1968 Canada had to agree that a portion of its
holdings of United States dollars in the foreign exchange
fund would be in non-transferable or non-negotiable U.S.
securities. Now that the foreign exchange holdings have
reached a figure of well over $5 billion, would the minister
advise what portion of that fund is held in non-transfera-
ble U.S. securities and give his estimate as to the position
in which this puts the fund?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I have serious doubts about
the question. It appears to me in any event that the ques-
tion is rather technical. The hon. member is asking for
very detailed information which ought normally to be
sought by way of question on the order paper. Of course,
the hon. member and the Minister of Finance know many
things that the Speaker does not know. Maybe this is the
kind of information that is at the fingertip of both the
minister and the hon. member for Edmonton West. If so, I
will withdraw my objection.

I am asking the minister a question
that should have been apparent to him right away, unless
he is not doing his job.
