TRANSPORT

GRAIN HANDLING—RECOMMENDATIONS OF HALL 
COMMISSION—MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Ray Hnatyshyn (Saskatoon-Biggar): Mr. Speaker, I 
rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43.

In light of the fact that the Minister of Transport has now 
embraced the report of the Prairie Rail Action Committee 
which repudiates the Hall commission report, and has 
endorsed the decision of the Canadian Wheat Board to pur­
chase hopper cars at the expense of the western grain pro­
ducers, I would move, seconded by my hon. friend from 
Qu’Appelle-Moose Mountain (Mr. Hamilton):

That this House register its dismay and opposition to the policies of this 
government undermining the recommendations of the Hall Commission Report 
on Grain Handling and Transportation and the saddling of the western grain 
producer with the cost of grain transportation under questionable use of the 
Canadian Wheat Board Act.

Mr. Speaker: Such a motion can be presented for debate at 
this time only with the unanimous consent of the House. Is 
there unanimous consent?

That this House request all abandonments to be held up until the first of 
September so that further consideration may be given to the argument of the 
residents in the areas who are so directly and unfairly affected.
