he would have remained in Vancouver and givea great
attention to his duties, but he now feels that he
will return to Europe.

He also points
out that most officers who remeined in Germany
throughout the war received promotion while in prison
dated from 1916 and that officers of the 3rd Eattalion
woere @spegislly fortunate in that respect. Scudamore
was released by his own efforts in 1916 and steadily
employed until 1919, but found himself junior to
many unwounded prisoners who remained in Germany
throughout the war and who were jJunior to him at
the time of their cepture.
