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roonief, which may at any time hereafter come into

hii handi under and by virtue of the laid Acts.

It ihall be the duty of the Road Treanirer, upott

the orden to him given by three Justieei of the

Peace in the city, to institute and conduct to final

judgment and execution the proeccutione neceuary
for compelling payment of any moniety which it it

hereby made the duty of any penon or penons'to
pay, and the mode of protecution ihall be by action

in Hit Majetty'i Court of King's Bench, and in

caiei where judgment thall be giten in favor of the
Road Treasurer, the Court may levy the amount
thereof, with the costs of suit, which may be tated,

by execution, seisure and sale of the moveable
effects belonging to the offender or offenders.
