On then quaetions, the membera of the Unity Chib, and their
fellow dtiaena, may have to pronounce again in the not diatant fu-
ture, and I fM certain that their votes will be east in favour of a
pdiey whieh will materially contribute to the advancement of the
dty of OtUwa.

Let me expnaa, in coneluaion, my obUgationa to the membera
(rf thie Chib for the honour th^.have done me in asking me to
addraaa them on this aubjeot. Poasibly, by some, the time may be
regarded as somewhat inopportune to discuss the particular ques-
tion which I have preeented to you. If any Uame ia attachable
for suggeating now a leadjustment of the rdati<»s between the dty
and tM federal authority, at a time of financial stringency, thm
the committee of the Unity Club must assume a share of the rea-

ponaibility. The subject was allotted to me, and I have endeavour-
ed to present my views in a manner to assist both the dtiiens
and the Oovemment to solve the problem when the proper time
comes. In the meantime, I can only say that the action of the
Unity CSub in sTrancine for this course of lectures on dvic to|^cs,
can only have beneficial results.
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
