In the above list of Saturday’s results,
when sixty clubs were engaged ‘n the
three leagues, the first-named is the
home club. In the old coufstry it fis
always considered five or six to four on
the home club winning, or, to express
it differently, the home club is held
to have one goal advantage. It will
be seen that only two visiting clubs
won in the first division, one in the
second, and two Iin the Southern League,
Of these five victories, the most meri-
torfious was that of Sheffield Wednes-
day, who beat Tottenham by 4 goals to
2. Very few clubs will take: the full
pé6ints away this season when visiting
the Hotspurs, who have one of the
largest followings in England.

The Tables Explained.

There are twekty clubs Iin each of
the three divisions, and the clubs of
one division do not meet the clubs of
any other division, except in friendly
and cup-tie games’ Each club plays
home and away matches with each of
the other clubs in its own division, that
is, 38 matches constitute its league pro-
gram. A win counts two points, and
a draw one point. It is thus poss’ble
for a club to gain 76 points, and half
of that number is sufficient to prevent
a club being relegated to a lower
division. The two bottom clubs ‘n the
first division at the end of the season
automatically drop Into the second, and
their places are taken by the two high-
est clubs in the second.

At present there is no connection be-
tween the second and the Southern
League, altho it has been suggestied ‘or
many years that the Southern should
be renamed the third league, and that
its two top clubs should displace the
two bottom clubs in the second d!vis‘on.
Where two clubs have gained the same
number of points, the order of merit
is determined by the goal average. This
is not obtained by dividing the num-
ber of. goals scored by the number of
matches played, but by dividing the
number ' of goals scored “for” by the
number of ‘goals scored “against.” Thus
in the gbove table Aston Villa's goal
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|‘average is four, and Sheffileld Wednes-

day's goal average Is two.
Saturday’s Games,

Liverpool defeated the Gunners by
three clear goals, and as this expres-
sion often causes argument amongst
footballers it may be explained that
three ‘“cléar” goals means 3-0. Thus.
4-1 is not three clear goals, altho the
margin s three. Again, a win by 3-0 is
considered more meritorious than 4-1
or 5-2. It not only indicates a fine attack,
but a sound defence. The Anfield-Road-
ers, then, must be credited with these
two qualities In thelr game with Wool-
