Finance Department Had Whole
Staffs Working for Months on
Publicity Alone.

Ottawa, June 23. — In conmeotion
with certain comment which has ap-
peared recently in some of the press
respecting the remuneration paid to
professional bond dealers, members
of stock exchanges and others for
services rendered in connection with
the last Victory Loan, the minister of
finance made the following statement
today : ik ;

“The services of the investment,
bond and stock exchange houses of
the Dominion were ¢ommandegred by
the finance department with the ob-
ject of securing the active ‘and con -
tinuous co-operation of a body of ex-
perts specially trained in the sale
and dstribution of securities. The
Dominfon executive committee, com-
posed of 15 outwtanding representa-
tives in the security business, under-
took the organization and adjustment
of all details of the eelling campaign.
The work of this and of the other
committees, all composed of experi-
énced security experts was not con-
fined 4o the period of the loan, but
commenced several weeks before it
was launched, and continued for many
weeks after it was closed, ‘A com-
Plete system of accountancy covering
all expenditures was inaugurated

The members of the Dominion blic~
ity committee were not only ski se-
curity men, but specially experienced
in investment publicity. They worked
unremittingly for practically four months
upon advertising and publicity devices,
Over five million separate pleces  of
printed matter ' were prepared and dis-
tributed by them thruout Canada. This
committee closely co-operated with the

newspaper advertising campa and ad-
vised upon all cdvertuement'.‘n'rho Do-

Bank Pay is Small,

As far as the remuneration paid the
banks, which played a vital
part in handling the loan, is
concerned, the average amount paid
for each of the three thousand branches
was three hundred dollars. For this re-
muneration all applications were received,
recorded and forwarded to Ottawa, In-
terim certificates were issued and bonds
exchanged, the work being done under
great pressure, frequently night as well
as day, over a period of seven months,
In addition, the banks will cash for the
government free of charge or exchange
all coupong during the currency of the
several issues; that is to say, for five,
ten and twenty years, As to canvassers,
an army of eleven thousand was engaged
for a month or more, at an average of
about ninety-five dollars each.

The problem of floating a Victory loan
in Canada is quite differéent from that of
floating a Liberty loan in the United
States, Here we have a sparse population,
spread over a territory as large as the
United States. The work of organization
and canvassing is, therefore, more diffi-
cult. Besides, Canada has been four
years at war, and skilled help is relative-
ly scarcer. The United States has the
federal reserve banks directly under gov-
ernment control, which organize the Lib-
erty loan campaign, with the individual
panks, some thirty-five thousand in
number, each self-contained and under
the general supervision of the federal re-
serve banks. The engagement of security
dealers and financial houses in Canada
has had the effect of stabilizing our Vic-
tory loan secruities, which now stand at
a premium in Canadian markets, This
in the United States is looked upon as a
great achievement for Canadian finance.
