Such shitting of all 
these extra taxea onto the manufactur­
er was one of the reasons for the high 
cost of living. Buildere could not erect 
small houses today owing to cost but 
the removal of the assessment would 
not further (he matter In any way. The 
Idea of the lowered assessment was a 
good thought but the council ought to 
be able to demonstrate it was a good 
sound one.

Commissioners’ I dess 
On the proposition of Aldermen 

Whetter and Baker, Commissioners 
Forman and Bradshaw were sent for to 
give their views on the subject. Com­
missioner Forman said the legislation 
for reduction in assessment was 
the dying efforts of the late 
government and the city had no 
chance to oppose It. The only effect of 
the act was to shift taxation from one 
class to another. The “Idea" would take 
$999,000 from one class of property and 
put it on to another.

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out the proposition was not one 
appealing to any reasonable person. In 
Mr. Forman’s opinion It was a bad ad­
vertisement for a city like Toronto to 
adopt such a scheme.

Mr. Bradshaw, the finance commis­
sioner, said 73 1-2 per cent, of the 
houses In Toronto were not held by 
owners but let for profit. The effect of 
the measure If It had been adopted this 
year would have been to bonus land­
lords to the amount of $472,000. If, 
however, the Idea was applied to own­
ers of houses It would in the commis-, 
eioner’s opinion, be a distinct benefit. He 
contemplated, however, if the act was 
adopted It would stimulate the building 
of houses by speculators. Ownership 
of houses was desirable but this new 
act would In no way help them to­
wards that end. To adopt the act would 
mean an Increase of the tax rate 1 3-4 
mills, to be raised by taxation which 
the small holders would have to pay. 
It was a serious matter for a city to 
bonus landlords, and to adopt the act 
would create a debt of $8,500,000 in 
favor of the landlords. Mr. Bradshaw 
said he would ask the council to put 
the question to the people if they would 
favor the peicemage on houses only 
owned by those living in them. This 
would only mean.1-4 mill extra in com­
parison with the other scheme. Per­
sonally, said Mr. Bradshaw, he was in 
sympathy with assessment reform but 
it snould only be applied to those who 
owned their own houses.

Single Taxer in Favor
Alderman Honeyford, who is in favor 

of a single tax, was strongly in favor 
of applying the act and quoted Adam 
Smitn and John Stuart Mill as sup­
porting his ideas of the tax falling on 
the landlord and not on the tenant. The 
two commissioners, he said, did not 
understand political economy or they 
would be in favor of the percentage as­
sessment.

A long discussion here took place as 
to whether an alderman voting for the 
matter going to the people, • registered 
himself as be.ng in favor of the act. 
The chairman ruled It did.

Controller McBride said this was the 
largest question ever before the city 
council and If adopted was the end of 
all good government. The working man 
did not want the single tax and was 
not asking for charity. If the city threw 
all the taxes onto the manufacturers 
they would drive them out of the city. 
The whole proposition was nothing 
more than a vote-catching scheme. To 
adopt the scheme we should soon get 
a town of “shacktown,” and be paying 
a bonus to the landlords. The scheme 
would be putting a burden on the 
thrifty. Hundreds of thousands of

taxers all the way. But let them use 
their intelligence and ask themselves if 
the people really understood the question.
If Toronto was to be a successful manu­
facturing city, the taxes must be kept 
on an equitable basis.

Controller McBride said all his life he 
had been against such legislation as that 
proposed, and if he sat on the council 
for 100 years—which God forbid—he 
would still be opposedto it. It was a step 
in the wrong direction, and the council, 
should stop it right there.

At 12 o’clock a division was taken on 
an amendment by Controller McBride 
that the report be struck out. and "was 
lost. On a division on Aid. Ramsden’s 
amendment that the question have only 
reference to persons occupying their own 
homes, it was carried by 16 votes for to 
9 against.
