ing been cofmmitted during the rejgm of

_ feudelism in Breathitt County, The
confessicn is authorized by Jett's at-
torneys, Jett says he, John Smitr and’
John Abner killed James Coclerili, that
Robert Deaton went after Abner and

. Smit to aid in the murder and that
PBlbert Hargis, James Hargis, Bd. Cal-
lahan,Jesse Spicer and Bill Britton are
the men who formed the conspiracy,

Starting out with these statements,
Jett enters extensively into. detaiis .ot
‘the murder and lays bare every feature
of the conspiracy and the events before
ang after the murder. S

He then confessed to the murder of
James B, Marcum, which, he says, was
at the instance of James Hargis and
Ed. Caliahan, declaring that the pistol
with which he did the shooting. was
furnished him by Caillahan, for the
purpose. He says E. J. Ewen told the
truth about the KkiHing. - . :

Jett’'s statement in regard to the as
sassination of Dr. .Cox is a little less
sensational than his assertions in re:
garg to the other murders. He says he

was at the jail and heand three shiots.Progress,

after which the telephone rang. He
went to, Alex Hargis’- home and Har-
g:s aske@ what the shooting was. Jett
continues the story in these words:

“I said I did not know, and Uncle
Alex said,'Let's go'down and see if Jim
or any of them are hurt?  Uncle Alex
stopped at Jim’s garden ferice; I guess
he was afraid to run in, but I was fear-
less and did not care, you know, and I
went into the yard, and in the shadow
of the smoke house, moon as bright as
day, I shall never forget it, stood Ed.
Cellnhan, Jim Hargls, Bill - Britton,
Jesse Spicer and Elbert Hargis, with
two shot guns. I saw mo pistols.””

Jett closes his confession by Saying
that he tolg the “plain trath, nothing
more and nothing less” He relieves
Alex Hargis of any complcity in the
Cockrill and Marcum murders, saying
“He is an innocent man.”

THE THEOSOPRY OF T0-DAY
RS PUGE N el

'Strive_s; to Care for the Increasing
Number Searching for a Reality
in Their Religion.

Editor World: In an editorial in The
Sunday World of 10th inst. there oe
curs yhls passage: ‘““What nas be-
come of the theosophy which was to
inaugurate the new order of things a
few years ago, and was on the lips
of every fashionable smatterer? Ma-
hatmas have no credit mow. Madam
Blavatsky is but a curious memory."”
Will you permit me to make somo
comment on these remarks, and pardon
me if I become personal? I feel some

responsibility resting upon me in con-
nection with your question, for 1 had
the privilege of jntroducing the modern
theosophical movement to Canada in
Previous to that it does not ap-
pear to have been mentioned here. I
remember very well being pointed out
on ‘the steamer ‘‘Sarnia” of. the Do-
minion line, on the voyage to Mont-
real by Mr. J. C. Vinycomb of that
city as a crank who believed that elec-
tric messages could be sent without
wires. I had said it would be done in
.ten years. On arriving in Toronto I
a theosophical propagandum
which .I have maintained according to
my opportunities ever since. There
are two theosophical ties in To-
ronto now, and more people have come
under theosophical influences in the
past year than in any previous one.
I used frequently to resort to news-
paper correspondence, For some years
it has been unnecessary. The present
occasion is apt.

What has become of theosophy? it
is asked. I have a volume of ‘“‘Theo-
sophick Philosophy,” published' in
London in 1691, and’have little doubt
that in 1706 some persons were asking
whxt had become of it theén, -Those
whé want it can always find it, and
it is of no consequence to anyone else.

Madame Blavatsky published “Isis
Unvelled” in 1875, a generation ago.
‘“Whiich was to Inaugurate a new"
order of things!” Let any thinking
man go back to 1875 and picture the
revolution'that has occurred since that
time. It is needless to put forward
the extent to which theosophy has
participated in that revolution. Al
students are aware of it. “Isis” was
largely a work of destructive critle-
ism. In 188 Madame Blavatsky pub-
lished the “Secret “Doctrine,” three
volumes of constructive philosophy and
sclence. The developmeénts in science
since then are precisely and definitely
indicate dtherein. The X-ray, wire-
less telegraph, atomic analysis, (he
nature of the other ,the identity of
gravity and electricity and the inter-
convertibility of the various chemi-
cal and physical forces, radio-activity,
and the constitution of the sun as a
reservoir of energy, and ' the vital.
heart of the solar universe, are among
thése. As an index to future scientific
thé study of -<cosmogenesis
and the originh of mankind, the book
is a mine of suggestion. In philo-
sophy it does for the student what he
may accomplish for himself after toil-
some years.

It is, however, in questions of re-
ligion that the theosophical move-
ment has been of most assistance to
the army of its- students- There is
an outcery in the churches at present
as to why men avoid them and young
men fail to undertake "pastoral ser-
vice. Men are in search-of a reality
in their religion, and they do not feel
that. thru the churches religion pos-
gsesses any Intimiate connection with
life. They seek- a religion which
shows itself to be as much a com-
ponent element of life as business
does, or diet or dollars. Quarrels
