of plover In the spring. We are pro­
hibited from shooting these birds from 
between Dec. 15 and Sept. IS. This date 
practically prohibits plover snooting 
(except golden plover) In Ontario.

I enclose you a statement from one 
of the oldest and best known shooters 
hi Canada, and refer you to the best 
authorities In natural history for veri­
fication of the facts stated. I would 
like to ask our lawmakers. If the ar­
gument, that because geese do not re­
turn In any great numbers In the fall, 
they should be shat In tbe spring,
Is good, why the same rule ahpuld not 
govern the plover The best protec­
tors of ducks are the birds themselves. 
With open shooting grounds birds soon 
become wary, and become in every 
sense of the word “wild" and not at all 
like the domestic fowl found on the 
preserves, and I venture to say that 
three times as many ducks are killed 
each year on the Long Point reserve 
alone by Its club members as are kill­
ed by all the shooters, market or 
otherwise, who have to do their shoot­
ing outride the sacred limits of the 
preserve.

The Red-Breasted Sandpiper arrives 
in Toronto about May 28 to June. 15. 
This bird goes further north than any 
other species of plover. He returns In 
the month of August, but in no. num­
ber. His course is down the Missis­
sippi to Florida for the winter.

The Curlew arrives here about May 
20 to first week in June. I have never 
killed but one in the fall of the year. 
Thé course Is down the Mississippi.

The Golden Flavor—I have only kill­
ed one In the spring of the year. Re 
does not come this way. but is found 
in Illinois in great numbers in the 
month of May. In the month of Sep­
tember he arrives in the Province ot 
Ontario. This would show you that 
the law Is useless, so far as Golden 
Plover Is concerned.

The Yellow-Leg Sandpiper, common­
ly known as plover. One aperies ar­
rives here about the first week in May 
and goes north to the breeding ground, 
returning In July and August In great 
numbers. The law doe» not allow us 
to shoot tills bird before Sept. 15. We 
are not allowed to Shoot them In the 
spring, and they are all gone south 
In August.

I shall now give you my reason for 
thinking these birds should be shot In 
the spring of the year when going 
north. Curlew, unless killed at that 
time of the year, cannot be killed at 
any other,season; also the Bed-Breast, 
Red-Shank, Black-Heart, Yellow-Leg, 
in fact all species of plover that pass 
us. Now, what Is the use of the Gov­
ernment protecting these birds to be 
killed in the States all winter long?

I have given you the real habits of 
these birds, having shot them for fifty 
years, and I have never known them 
to change their habits. I have en­
quired of a number of gentlemen, who 
had shot them for twenty-five or thirty 
years before I began to do so. and 
they all agree that there should be no 
law for the Sandpipers.

Now duck shooting commences Sept. 
1. plover shooting not until Sept. 15.

except the Golden, Yellow-Leg and 
Black-Breast.
