Can Cut Pulp Wood Anywhere.

Altho he was not fully comversant with
the detaills of tHe cdncessions given, still
he was under e impression that these
syndicates could cut puip wood almost any-
where, and to any amount,  so indefinite
were the clauses of the contracts. All in
all, when such valuable public gifts were
being sought by syndicates it behooved the
Government to consider the matter from
every standpoint. This, in his opinion, had
not been done. {

A Mint for the Backers.
It meant a mint of money to the backers
of the syndicate, but the public| franchises
were sold cheap. {

Mr. Edwards a Free Trader,
Mr. W. €. Edwards, M.P, pronounced
himself as a free trader in the matter of
pulp wood concessions. He was prepared
to go into the pulp manufacturing without
fear and favor and intended to do so short-
ly. Yet, in a new country, where the In-
dustry is in an embyronic state * he felt
that it was wise policy to give a company
inaugurating the manufacture liberal terms.
He was emphatic in declaring that conces-
sions should not be made perpetual, but
should be given only to start the concern.
The reason he assigned was that it would
cost from one million to three million dol-
lars to establish a working factory, ‘‘The
value of Ontarlo pulp Is inestimable, and
there should be no need to bonus a com-
pany to persuade them to embark in the
industry. I am an out and out free trader
in the matter, because there is money in
the business, without protection,” said Mr.
Edwards.

A Valuable Asset,

Mr. Edwards belleves these resources form
a valuable asset to the province, and should
not be let out of control without a full
knowledge of their value and a sure hope
of adequate return.

Too Valuable to Give Away.

Another prominent Liberal, who did not
wish his name used, was strong in declar-
ing that the pulp wood of Ontarlo was too
valuable for a Government to give any syn-
dieate concessions. Besidos, whon the pub-
lic had any property to lease, sell or give
away, it should be dome in public compe-
tition.

The opinion ig unanimous that the pulp
wond resourceg of Ontarlo are superlative-
Iy rich, that the Government should at once
enquire into the possibilities of the indvs-
try, should guard the interests ‘of the peo-
ple zealonsly. and, when concesslons #re
the order. there should be no respecting
persons or companies,
