A Case of Whiskey. {
‘Washington, Feb. 19.—The Treasury |
Department has decided a case involv-|
ing the right of a citizen of the United |
States to import whiskey from Canada
in certain sized packages. Canada pro- |
hibits the importation of whiskey into|
that country in casks of a less capacity |
than 100 gallons. The Tariff Act of |
the United States, approved July 24,
1897, provides that any spirituous |
liquors imported into the United States;
in any sized package of or from any
country under +whose laws similar |
sized packages are denied entrancea
into such country, shall be forfeited to
the United States. In the case in
question a Detroit dealer imported a
20 gallon ccask of Scotch whiskey
from Ontario Province, which was
promptly seized by the United States
collector at Detroit. The conteéntion
was that the act of 1897 applies only
to the country of origin, which, in this
case, was Scotland. The department
holds to the contrary, and finds that|
the wording of the act “of or from any |
country,” ete., makes it apply in this/|
instance to the Dominion of Canada.

To Preserve Health.

Berlin, Feb. 19.—The officia] Law
Journal to-day publishes a decree
which becomes effective Oct. 1, 1902,
prohibiting the marketing or importa-
tion of meats in the course of the
slaughter, preparation or preservation
of which chemicals injurious to health

have to be used. The same prohibi-
tion applies to coloring matter of all
kinds, except yellowing for teleomar-
garine and tinting for sausage skins,
in so far as this ¢an be done without
violating the foregoing regulations.
