BRITAIN SELLS FAMOUS
DESTROYER TO CHILE

London, June 8.--~It 18 announced
that the Chilean governme:t has pur-
chased the British torpedo boat de-
stroyer Broke,

The destroyer Broke and the de-
stroyer Swift made themselves fam.
ous in 1917, when they defeated six
German torpedo boat destroyers in
a battle in tae English channel off
Dover. The Broke torpedoed two of
the enemy'’'s vessels and rammed an-
other. While locked with the vessel
rammed, the men on board the Broke
and the German destroyer fought
furiously in hand to hand encounter.
Altho disabled in the ocombat, the
Broke steered toward a disabled Ger-
man, tahe oréw of which was appeal-
ing for help. The QGerman opened
fire on the Broke which first used
its gun against the destroyer and
then torepdoed it amidships. Both
the Broke and the Swift were badly
damaged in the fight but returned to

Wasaington, Juns 3.—Full co-oper-
ation was promised the Interstate
Commerce Commisgion in relleving

the freight jam by Daniel Willard,
president of the Aseociation of Ralil-

way Executives car service, in re-
plying today to the commiseion’s
telegram of yesterday declaring that

its orders’ were not being carried out
by the carriers.

Mr. Willard telegraphed the com-
mission from New York that he has
called the commiesion’s orflers de-
#igned to relieve the freight conges-
tlon to the atténtion of all railroad
executives. He added that he felt
sure that it would be unnecessary
for the commission to earry out its
threat of invoking the penal provi-
sions of the interstate commerce act.

The orders which the commission
asserted were not being ¢omplied with
by the railroads related to inter-
change of freight cars, the rerouting
of freignt from customary channels,
and the abrogation of contracts be-
tween the various railroads and with
shippers as to freéight routes.
