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PAY DAYS FOR PRISON LABOR
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MACSWINEY'S DEATH

Times Calls Late.Lord Mayor
Sincere, But Misguided
Patriot.

London: ,Oct. 26.—Articles on the
death of Lord Mayor MacSwiney oc-
cupied much space in this morning’s
newspapers, regardless of their poli-
tical views. Some of the journals re-
frained from commenting editorially
on the situation 'which has arisen,
while others have written in accord-
ance with their customary attitudes

on the Irish question.

THe Times, which is hostile to the
government’s Irish policy and the
Irish . bill prepared - by the cabinet,
severely attacks the government, es-
ecially ‘in the matter of reprisals.
?{eterring specifically to MacSwiney,
the newspaper expresses the fear that
the effects of his death will not be
confined to the British Isles, but it
recalls it “has always maintained the
Irish question was essentially British.

While -asserting the lord mayor
was a “misguided, but sincere patriot.
dying for his convictions,” The Morn-
ing Post says; ‘‘We-—cannot perceive
what relation can exist between sui-
cide and ‘martyrdom. (We cannot
forget the many loyal servants of
thelr country who have been shot
down- in. the mere performance of
their- duty in Ireland, and for whose
memory there is no meritorious ap-
peal ‘nor fallacious sentimentality.”

Converted Into Martyr.

The Daily News says the govern-
ment imprisoned MacSwiney as a
criminal. and converted. him into’ a
martyr, -and, must bear responsibility
for his death.

‘“Every day,” the newspaper de-
clares, “Ireland is being welded more
surely and more irresistibly by the
premier and his armies into a nation
that will not be .conquered. Irish
pationalism will: be given a stimulus
almost incalculably effective by the
lord mayor’s death.” ;

“The murder of MacSwiney by the
government,” says The Herald, organ
of Labor, “was accomplished: after
slow - torture for 74 days.” L

The ‘Telegraph defends the govern-
ment and pleads' . in 'behalf of the
“yictims of the campaign of assassin-
ation in Ireland.” It maintaing that
if MacSwiney had been released he
would have taken up ‘“the work of
conspiracy where he lajd it down.”
The responsibility whicH the govern-
‘ment elected to “bear, the newspaper
asserts, was that which in reality it
was bound to assume.

“If justice had surrendered to the

threat of suicide,” remarks The Ex-
press, “law would have been mocked
and order undone.”

Ottawa, Oct. 326.—(By Canadian
Press.)—Col. O. M. Biggar, K.C.. 'W.
F. Nickle, KiC.,, ex-member of par-
liament for Xingston, and P. M.
Draper, secretary of the Trades and
Labor «Congress of Canada, have been
named a royal commission under the
inquiries act to draft a new set of
regulations for the penitentiaries of
the Dominion. The need of this be-
ing done has been emphasized by re-
cent developments at Kingston pen-
itentiary, but for some time past pre-
liminary drafts of new regulations
have been made by officials of the
penitentiaries branch.

: May Utilize Prison Labor.

The commission will also look into
the question of the possibilities of
the utilization of prison labor for
the making of articles required by
¢che government. In past years or-
ganized labor has been strongly ad-
verse to the products of the peni-
tentiaries being placed on the mar-
get in competition with the products
‘of free labor. Little abjection is now
taken, however, to the ®Zovernment
utilizing prison labor for the making
of goods required by the government.

ITALIAN TROOPS OCCUPY

Rome, Oct. 26.—The city of Trieste
was occupied by Italian troops Sun-
day, according to telegrams from that
biace to the" Corrier d'Italia and the
Idea Nazionale. A report had been
circulated that a landing by Gabriele
d’Annunzio was imminent, but this did
not materialize, d’Annunzio telegraph-
ing: from Fiume a denial of any.

Sebastopol, Crimea, Oct. 26—Fif-
teen thousand Rwussian Bolshevik sol-
diers have been taken prisoner and
many cannon and large quantities of
war material have been captured -in
raids carried out by General Wran-
gel’s army recently. An attack along
the line running from Marioupo} to
Sinelnikovo resulted in the capture of
10,000 men, and the remainder of the
soviet prisoners were gathered in dur-
ing rear-guard aetions while - General
Wrangel's forces were being pursued
by the enémy two weeks ago.

KINGSTON CITIZENS
TO DECIDE OWN TIME

Kingston, Ont., Oct. 26.—(Special).—
The city council will take a vote in
January on the question of whether
or not the city will observe daylight
saving next year. Last year the city
observed daylight saving from May 1st
till Labor Day, but owing to strong
objections taken by a large number
of citizens, the council decided to put
the question to a vote of the people.
